1.   REFERENCES:

2.   PURPOSE:  To establish policies and procedures for recognizing outstanding achievement in accident prevention or contributions to the overall prevention effort.

3.   APPLICABILITY:  For all personnel assigned/attached to the 100TH Division.

4.   RESPONSIBILITIES:  

      a.   The Division Commander is overall responsible for the Division Safety Program.

      b.   The Division Safety Officer will monitor the Division Safety Program with the assistance of the Brigade Safety Officers and NCOs.

      c.   All supervisors will ensure deserving personnel are brought to the attention of the commander for appropriate recognition.

5.   AWARDS:

      a.   Unit Awards: The following MACOM level unit awards are available, eligibility and required documentation for these awards are listed in AR 672-74.

      b.   Individual Awards: The following DA level awards are available, eligibility and required documentation for these awards are listed in AR 672-74.

            (2) Director of Army Safety Special Award for Excellence

            (3) United States Army Motor Vehicle Driver Safety Award



  (4) Civilian Incentive awards IAW AR 672-20.

      c.   Impact Safety Awards:  

            (1) The United States Army Award, DA Form 1119-1 Certificate of Achievement in Safety and 1118-1 Certificate of Merit for Safety will be awarded at any time, to an individual or activity for making a significant contribution to the unit’s accident prevention effort.  A narrative and the Battalion Commanders recommendation are required.  

            (2) DA Form 1119-1 and 1118 awards will also be used as an end of tour Accident Incident Free Service Award for soldiers who complete their tours without a safety related accident or DUI.     

            (3) These awards may be accompanied by a Division award of Safety mug, plaque, coin, or pen set, etc.  Type of award will be commensurate with individual's level of achievement.      
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
