TUITION ASSISTANCE

Welcome to the Army Reserve Tuition 

Assistance Program

(For Troop Program Unit Soldiers Only)

1. Below you will find the links to forms you will need to apply for the Army Reserve Tuition Assistance Program.

2. To avoid delaying your application, please read the TA Checklist and Instructions thoroughly before you complete the DA FORM 2171-E, “Application for Tuition Assistance.”  There are certain blocks you must fill out and others that the Education Service Specialist (ESS) will fill out.

3. Keep in mind that Tuition Assistance (TA) may not be used for a second degree at the same level (i.e. second baccalaureate degree) and may not be used for Doctor’s degrees.  A TPU soldier may use this program to help pay for their first Certification Program, first Associates, first Baccalaureate degree, first Master’s degree and first Professional degree.

4. TA may now (as of 17 AUG 2001) be used for the same classes as the Montgomery GI Bill (TA and MGIB).

5. All TPU soldiers must have their commander (or commander’s representative) signature on DA FORM 2171-E.  All TPU soldiers must process their requests through their chain of command to ensure that their commander does not have plans (i.e. attending NCOES, MOS, ADT, etc.) that might prevent completion of the course(s).

6. All TPU soldiers may contact the 90th Regional Readiness Command (RRC) Education Office for assistance with the application process.

7. Please keep in mind that receipt of TA is always based on availability of funds.  TA is awarded on a first come, first serve basis.

8. In order to avoid delaying your application, it is recommended that you start your application process at least one month prior to the start of the term.

9. AGR and active duty soldiers must apply for the Active Duty Tuition Program through their nearest active duty education office.  Call the 90th RRC ESS at 1-800-501-1493, ext. 7824 for information.

FORMS TO RETURN TO THE 90TH RRC

By sending all these forms/information at once, it will greatly speed up the application process.  It the Education Office has to research any one of these documents, then it may delay your application by a number of weeks.

First Time Applicants for TA 

The Education Office will need the following:

· Signed (by soldier AND commander or representative) DA FORM 2171-E.

· Signed (by soldier) Statement of Understanding.

· Copy of school accreditation information – photocopied from course catalog.

· Copy of cost per credit hour – photocopied from course catalog.

· Degree plan or check-sheet – from college or university advisor.

· A photocopy of the course description, from course catalog, that includes the number of credit hours for that class.

Previous TA Recipients
· Signed (by soldier AND commander or representative) DA FORM 2171-E.

· Copy of cost per hour – this can and does changer per semester.

· Breakdown of any course related fees – photocopied from course catalog.

· A photocopy of the course description that includes the number of credit hours for that class.

· Your grade report for last semester.
