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ACCIDENT AND SERIOUS INCIDENT REPORT

DEFINITION: All military accidents, regardless of severity, will be reported.  Immediate notification will be made for the following serious incidents:

1.  Loss of life, critical injury, or an accident that results in the hospitalization of three or more personnel.

2.  Loss of property in excess of $2,000.

3.  Incident involving radioactive material or toxic chemicals

4.  Explosions or other ammunition related incidents

5.  All Aircraft Accidents

6.  Any incident occurring that may result in high interest on the part of higher headquarters, the news media, and the general public

METHOD OF REPORT:  An initial report of an accident or serious incident will be submitted ASAP by the most expeditious means available.  These reports must be submitted through the chain of command and can be initiated by any individual having knowledge of the accident/serious incident.  A verbal report either in person or over the phone/radio is accepted for the initial notification.  A formal written report (DA Form 285) submitted through the Chain of Command should follow NLT 24 hours after the accident/serious incident.  Updates to the accident/serious incident will be reported as soon as additional facts become known.

CHAIN OF NOTIFICATION:

1.  Individual with knowledge of event contacts their headquarters (TOC, EOC or HHC 1SG)

2.  Unit TOC, EOC or HHC notifies the 3d MEDCOM Exercise Control Group (ECG) at the following cell phone numbers in your respective area of operation

3.  Initial information reported must include WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, HOW and any known or projected disposition.

4.  The ECG will then notify the Senior Exercise Directors and the 3D MEDCOM Safety Officer located at Fort McCoy ASAP.

5.  The ECG for the site involved will ensure that range control has been notified of the event and the circumstances surrounding that event.

6.  The Senior Executive Directors will ensure that the 3D MEDCOM CG and/or DCG has been notified.

7.  3D MEDCOM Safety Officer will ensure that the 81st RSC and the USARC Safety Offices have been notified and that the DA Form 285 has been initiated.

REPORT FORMAT

LINE 1 – TYPE OF INCIDENT

LINE 2 – DATE/TIME AND LOCATION OF INCIDENT

LINE 3 – ALL PERSONNEL INVOLVED.  Initial notification should identify the number of all personnel involved and there parent unit. *

LINE 4 – DESCRIPTION OF THE INCIDENT.  Initial notification should identify the number and type of vehicles/equipment involved as well as the extent of damage.

LINE 6 – MILITARY/CIVILIAN POLICE.  Identify whether or not the military or civilian police have been notified and if so who is the point of contact.

LINE 7 – ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.  Identify any pertinent information necessary for a complete and accurate rendering of the incident

LINE 8 – Soldier submitting initial report will identify his name, rank, Social Security Number and unit.

*  A written follow-on report from the units Chain-of-Command to the 3D MEDCOM Executive Exercise Director will be submitted as soon as possible.  It will include all of the information above as well as the name, rank, SSN, race, security clearance, duty position, duty status and disposition of all individuals involved.
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
