18 August:  Soundtrack to War  {premiere} 

Description:  VH1 News Presents: Soundtrack To War is an intimate, raw look at the power of music in wartime. Tanks and helicopters were wired to broadcast a soundtrack to war, which the soldiers will forever link with the violent events they witnessed. Australian filmmaker George Gittoes bypassed US military chaperones to work alone with a camera, gaining a unique level of trust on the frontlines of Baghdad when American tanks pushed their way into the city.  Airing on:  VH1 on 18 Aug at 9 p.m. 

21 August:  Wild West Tech - Military Tech

Description:  Featuring former and current CIA agents, Special Forces soldiers, Washington insiders, and best-selling authors such as Mark Bowden ("Black Hawk Down"), Steve Coll ("Ghost Wars"), Phillip Smucker ("Al Qaeda's Great Escape"), and Simon Reeve ("The New Jackals"), we take a 2-hour groundbreaking look at the hunt for the world's #1 archenemy. Filmed in 10 countries around the world, we trace bin Laden's rise through the Jihad against the Soviets in Afghanistan to his present incarnation.

Description:  The Fox Reconnaissance System is deployed on battlefields to sniff out chemical, nuclear, and radiological weapons. Host Tim Beggy takes this rolling chemistry lab for a spin at Ft. Leonard Wood, Missouri, home of the Chemical Corps. Then, at one of the Army's premier research and development facilities, Tim makes nice with Talon--the Explosive Ordnance Disposal unit's 90-pound all-terrain robot--armed with mine-searing flares, fuse-blasting disrupters, and a mean-looking claw.
