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Soldiers who treated combat-stress patients in war return from deployment
    LOS ALAMITOS, Calif.—About 60 Army Reserve medical Soldiers who treated service members with combat-stress disorders in the Iraqi theater will be reunited with family members at the Army airfield here Saturday (April 10) afternoon.
    Media representatives are invited to interview the Soldiers, assigned with the 113th Medical Company out of Stanton, and their family members during the homecoming set for 3 p.m. at Los Alamitos Army Airfield, Joint Forces Training Base. A reception will follow in an adjacent hanger.
    The 113th Medical Company Soldiers, deployed for 14 months, had teams that treated civilians and service members with combat stress symptoms. They helped people affected by attacks including bombings of the Al Rasheed Hotel and other sites. They also taught about 2,000 combat-stress prevention classes. Two of their Soldiers have been awarded Bronze Star medals and one was awarded a Purple Heart ribbon for being injured in a grenade attack. 
    The 113th is one of more than 150 Army Reserve units under command and control of the 63rd Regional Readiness Command, which has about 12,000 Soldiers in California, Arizona and Nevada. The 63rd is headquartered in Los Alamitos, Calif., and commanded by Maj. Gen. Robert B. Ostenberg.

   The 63rd’s primary mission is providing support in medical, postal, military-police, transportation and other specialties to active-Army missions, both foreign and domestic. The 63rd Regional Readiness Command has deployed more than 100 units and about 5,000 Soldiers in the Global War on Terrorism.

   Those attending should exit the 605 freeway at Katella Avenue, follow Katella to Lexington Drive and turn south to the entrance of Joint Forces Training Base in Los Alamitos. Visitors will be asked to show identification. They should then drive down Lexington, veer right at West Minuteman Circle and proceed to the fence of the airfield.
