     LINDBERGH FIELD, Calif.—More than 100 Army Reserve Soldiers who stored and delivered millions of gallons of water to combat units are set to return from duty in Iraq Sunday (April 18) 
to be reunited with family and friends.

     Media representatives are invited to interview the Soldiers upon their return. The Soldiers are assigned with the 316th Quartermaster Company out of Camp Pendleton. Their plane is tentatively set to arrive at 1:10 p.m. here.

     The Soldiers distributed drinking water supplies at Logistics Support Area Anaconda, near Balad, and distributed water to numerous remote sites. They supplied more than 20,000 Soldiers and distributed about 50 million gallons of purified water.

     The 316th Quartermaster Company is one of more than 150 Army Reserve units under command and control of the 63rd Regional Readiness Command, which has about 12,000 Soldiers in California, Arizona and Nevada. The 63rd is headquartered in Los Alamitos, Calif., and commanded by Maj. Gen. Robert B. Ostenberg.

   The 63rd’s primary mission is providing support in medical, postal, military-police, transportation and other specialties to active-Army missions, both foreign and domestic. The 63rd Regional Readiness Command has deployed more than 100 units and about 5,000 Soldiers in the Global War on Terrorism.
