    San Diego, Calif.—Forty-one Army Reserve military police will return from duty in Iraq, where they trained Iraqi civilian police officers. They will arrive at San Diego International Airport--Terminal One at 11:31 p.m. Friday (Feb. 27).
    Early in the war the 382nd was tasked with security patrol missions in Baghdad. They established and operated Baghdad’s civilian police academy where they trained and qualified Iraqi police officers. The 382nd worked closely with the newly trained Iraqi police force to bring law and order to the chaotic city. The unit was deployed for more than a year.   
   The 382nd is one of more than 100 Army Reserve units under command and control of the 63rd Regional Readiness Command, which has more than 10,000 soldiers in California, Arizona and Nevada. The 63rd is headquartered in Los Alamitos, Calif., and commanded by Maj. Gen. Robert B. Ostenberg.

    The 63rd RRC provides support in areas including medical, military police, logistical and other specialties to active-Army missions, both foreign and domestic. The 63rd has deployed more than 100 units and about 4,000 Soldiers in the Global War Against Terrorism.
