The unit has more than 70 Soldiers, specializing in criminal and traffic investigations; inspecting fences, lighting and concrete barriers at installations; and interviewing citizens in war zones for law enforcement leads.
     This activation is a part of an Army-wide plan to increase the number of Army Reserve police units. Military police have a high priority in the Global War on Terrorism and in Operation Iraqi Freedom.
     The 539th Military Police Company is part of the 63rd Regional Readiness Command, headquartered in Los Alamitos, Calif., and commanded by Maj. Gen. Robert B. Ostenberg.
