MEMORANDUM FOR Command and General Staff Officer Course Students

SUBJECT:  Intermediate Level Education (ILE), Phase I ADT at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas
1. READ THIS CAREFULLY:  Pre-ADT REQUIREMENTS: During the period 20 June, 2004 thru 3 July, 2004, the 11th Battalion (CGSC) is conducting the pilot launch of Intermediate Level Education (ILE) Phase I at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas.  You must complete the following requirements BEFORE attending ADT phase I. 

a. ATRRS: You must register and have a “reserved” seat on ATRRS.  It is your unit’s responsibility to load you into the ATRRS system.  Use the following course information to enroll:     School Code: F701

         Dates: 20 June through 03 July 2004

         Location:  Fort Leavenworth, Kansas

b. LODGING: You must make your own motel reservations for your stay in the             Fort Leavenworth area.  The reservation number for on post accommodations in Hoge Barracks is (913)-651-9522.  For local hotels, see the attached list.  Rates and availability are not guaranteed.  You should bring sufficient funds for quarters, meals, and travel.  Also, you must provide your own transportation between motels and Fort Leavenworth.

c.  Laptop computers:  It is highly recommended that you bring a laptop computer if you have one.  Some materials will be CD based.
d. Course Materials:  You will be issued both your phase I and your Phase II materials during in-processing so ensure you leave room in your suitcase for your return trip home.  You will also be issued a P910/920 CGSC Preparatory Course disk that you will complete during the IDT Phase II period. 

e. CAC ID cards:  In order to access the Ft. Leavenworth computer network you will have to have the new Common Access Card (CAC) ID card.  It is highly recommended that you get this card prior to you arrival for AT as your time to get one at Ft. Leavenworth is limited.
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2. Required Book Purchase: Prior to arrival, you must purchase five (5) required leadership and history books. This requirement applies to Active Duty, AGR, National Guard, and USAR officers. The Leavenworth Book store numbers are 1-877-429-6577 or 913-651-6552. Books can also be purchased commercially; i.e., Amazon.com, Borders, etc.
· “Waging Modern War: Bosnia, Kosovo, and the Future of Land Combat” by Wesley K. Clark. Students should read chapters 3 –10 and the Conclusion (approx 256 pages) prior to attendance.

· “The Cambridge Illustrated History of Warfare” by Geoffrey Parker. Students should read pages 260- 296 prior to attendance.

· “America’s First Battles” by Charles E. Heller. Students should read pages 149 – 185 prior to attendance.

3. IN-PROCESSING.  You will report in official Army PT uniform to Eisenhower Auditorium (BLDG 36006) between 0900-1500 on 20 June, 2004. If you experience a travel delay, notify the 11th Battalion HQ at 1-800-968-9529 (ext. 279).  State your name, the reason for delay, and the estimated time of arrival.  
a. Your eligibility to attend ILE Phase 1 will be checked.  This will be confirmed with CGSC Non-Resident Studies on Monday, 21 June 2004.  If you are ineligible, you will be returned to home station immediately.  

b. You will be weighed and taped, if necessary.  If you are not in compliance with AR 600-9, your command will be notified and you will be returned to home station. 

c. Your APFT documentation will be checked.  You must present a DA Form 705 showing a passing APFT less than six (6) months old.  If you are on profile, a copy of the last DA 3349 issued by a military physician must be provided during inprocessing.  

d. You should report with six (6) copies of your orders, ID card and ID tags, vehicle operator’s license and proof of insurance and an adequate supply of proper military uniforms to include: BDUs for class, APFT uniform, and civilian running shoes. 
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e. You will be assigned a homework assignment during in-processing that must be completed before the start of class on Monday.  In planning your arrival time, you should take into account that this assignment will take two to three hours to complete.

4. OUT-PROCESSING:  You will out-process on Saturday morning, 3 July, 2004.  Your orders should be dated through this date and flight reservations should not be scheduled before 

1000 hrs.  The Kansas City International Airport is approximately 25 minutes from Ft. Leavenworth. You will not be permitted to sign out before this time.

5. EMERGENCIES:  Family members should contact the 11th Battalion (See Below) or the Red Cross for all emergencies.

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ESSAY INSTRUCTIONS

1. This essay focuses on your ability to evaluate how effectively the United States employs the military instrument of national power. You will base your essay on Waging Modern War by General Wesley K. Clark.

2. This is an open-book essay requirement.

3. Your essay will be typewritten and double-spaced and should not exceed 6 total pages. Do not use type size smaller than 11 font or margins less than one-inch. A sample outline is on the back of this page. 

4. This requirement is individual work. You will not disclose information pertaining to your essay.

5. You may use any written or video reference materials you deem necessary to help you write the essay; however, your work must be your own.  It is not required to use additional material beyond Waging Modern War.
6. This essay counts as 30 percent of the overall C200 grade.

7. C students ensure that you put your student number on each page of your essay and, if required by the instructor, your name.  M students follow procedures established by your instructor.

ESSAY QUESTION

(Based on Waging Modern War) How effective was the Clinton Administration/NATO in identifying political objectives and in applying military resources to accomplish those objectives, with respect to the situation in Kosovo?

In answering this question, use, at a minimum, the following criteria:  


a. Did the decision-maker (President Clinton/NATO) provide clear achievable political objectives and end state?


b. 
Did the quality of analysis provided by advisors and decisions by the president/NATO meet the FAS test?  Address feasibility, acceptability, and suitability individually.
