Land Acquisition and Construction of a New U.S. Army Facility

The Secretary of the Army proposes to convey approximately 10 acres of land at the Fort Snelling United States Army Reserve Center to the Metropolitan Airports Commission (MAC), in exchange for construction of a new Army Reserve Maintenance Facility in the St. Joseph, MN area. The federal property to be obtained by the MAC is located at the end of existing Runway 4-22 at the Minneapolis-St. Paul International Airport (MSP) in Hennepin County, Minnesota and will be utilized as an Object Free Zone to bring MSP in compliance with Federal Aviation Administration regulations. The site for the construction of the 12000 sf maintenance building is located south of the intersection of State Highway 75 and 88th Avenue, just east of St. Joseph, MN. In compliance with Section 120(h) of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, the 88th regional Support Command – United States Army Reserve Command has completed an Environmental Baseline Survey (EBS) for the property. In accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act, the 88th regional Support Command has prepared an Environmental Assessment (EA) and Finding of No Significant Impact (FNSI) for the proposed actions.  The EA-FNSI evaluates the proposed property exchange and construction.  It is the intent of the U.S. Army Reserve to sign the FNSI in order to facilitate the exchange action.  

The EBS and EA-FNSI have been submitted to Federal and State agencies for a 30-day public review and comment period. A set of these documents is also available for public review at the Great River Regional Library, 405 St. Germain, St Cloud, Minnesota, the Environmental Conservation Library, 300 Nicollet Mall, Minneapolis.
