Dear Sir or Madam:

The U.S. Army Reserve (USAR) is initiating the process to transfer federal properties at Fort Snelling, Minnesota for which USAR is the accountable agency.   Transfer of the properties will be by quit claim deed.  The transfers will be conducted under Section 120(h) of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) [42 U.S.C. Section 9620(h)].  Table 1 provides details on the federal properties to be transferred. 

In accordance with CERCLA 120(h) and Department of Defense (DOD) guidance, the following documents have been prepared to support each transfer:  an Environmental Baseline Survey (EBS), conducted in accordance with ASTM Standards D 6008 and D5746, and a Finding of Suitability to Transfer (FOST). 

The EBS and FOST are being provided for Agency review and comment, prior to final approval and signature.  Each EBS documents the environmental condition of the property and provides information for the completion of the FOST. The three EBSs were completed separately, but have been consolidated.  The common reference, Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Volumes I and II for the Minneapolis, Minnesota Proposed Light Rail Transit Corridor has been removed from each EBS and a single copy of the document has been included.    Each FOST identifies the property’s suitability for its anticipated intended future use.  Each FOST also identifies the requisite notifications and restrictions to protect human health and the environment.

A Notice of 30-Day Period for Public Comment will be published in newspapers of local interest on Wednesday, June 6, 2002. Copies of the documents will be put on file at the Minneapolis Public Library, 300 Nicollet Mall, Minneapolis, MN.  Public comments will be received and considered up to 30 days from the publication of this date.  Comments should be submitted directly to:
