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TUITION ASSISTANCE (FY 03)

The U.S. Army Reserve will pay 75% of tuition costs up to the following limits:

       $187.50 per semester hour or 

       $125.00 per quarter hour and 

       $3500 per fiscal year (1 Oct - 30 Sep)

Funding is contingent upon Congressional and

Department of the Army fiscal year allotments.

To be eligible for Tuition Assistance (TA) you must be...
· A drilling reservist in good standing; and
· Attending a U.S. Dept. of Education approved institution of higher education; and
· Declare an educational goal leading to a technical certificate or a credential higher than your current degree level (capped at master’s level); and
· Earning your first credential at the associate, baccalaureate, and master’s level; and 

· If enlisted, have sufficient time remaining on your contract to complete the course before separation; or

· If a commissioned/warrant officer you must serve 4 years in the Selected Reserve upon completion of the course for which TA is provided; and 
· Your request for TA must be approved before the course begins.

Montgomery GI Bill

The Montgomery GI Bill-Selected Reserve (MGIB-SR) is an educational assistance program for officers, warrant officers, and enlisted soldiers in the Selected Reserve to assist them in paying the costs of technical, undergraduate, or graduate courses.  

The benefits are entitlement for enlisted soldiers who sign a 6-year contract, complete initial active duty for training (IADT), and have a high school diploma or equivalent.

Officers must sign a service agreement (DA Form 5447-R) to become eligible for the benefits.

Once eligible, reservists have 36 months of full-time benefits, and have ten years to use their benefits or lose them.  The monthly amounts are adjusted October 1st of each year.

Military Evaluation Program

Credit recommendations for many military schools and Military Occupational Specialties (MOS) are published in The Guide to the Evaluation of Educational Experiences in the Armed Services (ACE Guide).  In order to receive credit, reservists must furnish their college with an AARTS transcript or an “Application for the Evaluation of Learning Experiences During Military Service” (DD Form 295).  The actual determination of credits earned is controlled by school policy.
