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Chief Warrant Officer Five Howard Lundin assumed the duties of the Command Chief Warrant Officer of the 88th Regional Readiness Command on August 6, 2000.  Before that, he was the Chief of the Staff Support Office in the Office of the Chief, Army Reserve, Washington, D.C.

Chief Warrant Officer Five received a direct appointment from Sergeant First Class to Warrant Officer One 

in the Adjutant General Corps in October 1975.  Chief Warrant Officer Five Lundin is a graduate of Kirkwood 

Community College in Cedar Rapids, Iowa and received an Associate of Arts Degree in Management in 1982.  

His military schooling includes the Junior Leaders Winter Orientation Course, Warrant Officer Staff Course, 

Mid-Level Staff Technician Course, Military Personnel Officers Course, Civilian Personnel Supervisor’s Course,

 Force Development Officer Course, Unit Managers Course and Warrant Officer Senior Staff Course.

He was inducted into the Army of the United States and served on active duty from September 1968 through September 1970.  He served as a Battery Clerk for the 2nd Target Acquisition Battalion, 26th Field Artillery, XVIII Airborne Corps and as an Operations Specialist in the G3 Section of the First Republic of Korean Army Detachment of the Korean Military Advisory Group.

Following his initial period of active duty, he joined the Ready Reserve in January 1972 and served as both an Army Reserve Civilian Technician and Army Reservist with the 1st Battalion, 410th Infantry, 205th Infantry Brigade in Iowa City, Iowa until July 1983.  As a civilian technician, Mr. Lundin served as an Administrative Supply Technician and later as a Battalion Staff Administrative Specialist.  As a ready reservist, he served as a Unit Supply NCO, PAC Supervisor, Military Personnel Officer, Battalion Adjutant and Acting Battalion S1.

The third assignment was as Adjutant, Army Reserve Support Center.  From October 1992 until March 1996, Chief Warrant Officer Lundin served as the Full-Time Support Management Officer, 88th Army Reserve Command at Fort Snelling, Minnesota.  Chief Warrant Officer Lundin returned to Washington DC and served as Chief, Staff Support Office, Office of the Chief, Army Reserve from March 1996 until November 2000.
