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PERSONS ENTITLED TO LEGAL ASSISTANCE

Reserve Component (RC) soldiers are entitled to legal assistance regarding military administrative matters, personal legal problems and needs that have arisen from, or been aggravated by, their mobilization, or personal legal problems that may adversely affect readiness.  Additionally, RC soldiers and family members are entitled to legal assistance for premobilization legal preparation (e.g. wills, powers of attorney, etc.).  The services of the Legal Assistance Office are provided to you without charge.
LEGAL SERVICES AVAILABLE

The Legal Assistance Office can advise you on personal legal matters that are primarily civil in nature.  Common areas of legal assistance are wills, powers of attorney, reemployment, life insurance, living wills, and health surrogate forms.

The Legal Assistance Office cannot advise you on military criminal or adverse administrative actions.  However, the soldier requesting this type of assistance will be put in touch with a Trial Defense Service attorney who can assist him/her. 

HOURS

The 91ST Legal Support Organization is located at Building 600, 3155 Blackhawk Drive, Fort Sheridan, Illinois.  The Legal Assistance Office is open on drill weekends (usually the first weekend of each month), 0800-1600.  Walk-in service is available during this time; however, it is subject to the availability of the Legal Assistance Officers.  Clients are encouraged to call ahead and ensure that a Legal Assistance Attorney will be available.  Appointments are the best way to talk with a Legal Assistance Attorney.  Clients can call 847-266-2525 during drill weekends to schedule an appointment.    

STAFFING

The Legal Assistance Office is staffed by attorneys licensed to practice law in Illinois, Indiana, and Wisconsin.
