FY 05 STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING, ARMY RESERVE TA 

1. BASIC TUITION ASSISTANCE (TA), I understand that:

a. The Army Reserve will pay up to $250.00 per semester hour (or other equivalent), of my tuition costs, not 

to exceed $4,500 per fiscal year.      

b. TA pays only fees specific for course(s) such as laboratory / shop fees and any other mandatory fees charged 

all students, which, when combined with tuition cannot exceed $250.00 per semester hour.  These mandatory fees must be listed on the school registration form/bill and included with the TA requests which you send to the Army Reserve Regional Director of Education (ARRDOE).  Fees will not be paid later.

c. TA is authorized on a course-by-course basis prior to the start of the course including the add / drop 
period.  If I decide not to use TA, I must inform the school and the ARRDOE.

d.  No changes will be made on courses or dollar amounts for which TA is granted, without the approval of  

      the ARRDOE.  

e. TA is for courses required for the completion of my formally declared educational goal.  TA is authorized 

in accordance with Army Reserve Policy and AR 621-5, for Soldiers earning a diploma, certificate, associate, baccalaureate, and masters degree or first professional degree.  Soldiers must give their ARRDOE a copy of college their registration/bill.   

f. TA will cover prerequisite courses as specified in writing by the school.  I must submit a 
degree/certificate plan when I request my first TA.

g. TA is based on eligibility, school accreditation, and availability of funds.  TA is not guaranteed nor is it an  

entitlement.  TA is issued on a first come, first served basis, providing form(s) are complete and submitted in a timely manner prior to the course start date or the end of the add / drop period. 

h.  I understand that I must provide grades to the ARRDOE within thirty (30) days following course completion.  Proof of successful course outcome must be provided before additional TA will be issued.  

2. ELIGIBILITY, I understand that:

a. If I am a Selected Reserve Commissioned or Warrant Officer and use TA, I will incur a 4-year Reserve 

Service Duty Obligation (RDSO) from the date my last class ends. 

b. That TA is authorized for Selected Reserve Soldiers  (TPU, IMA, Chaplain Candidates) in good standing. 

c. I am not attending full-time school under provisions of AR 621-1 that is fully funded.

d. If flagged for weight or APFT, I am still eligible for TA.

e. I have enough time remaining in the Reserve to complete the courses for which I am using TA, (Enlisted only).

f. I will provide proof of registration/bill from the school to my ARRDOE (by email, scan, fax, or hand 
carry).  

g. I am not a SMP (Simultaneous Membership Program) Cadet on scholarship. 

3. WITHDRAWAL/FAILURE TO COMPLETE COURSE, I understand that:

a.  If I receive any grade showing I did not successfully complete the course (F, Withdrawal, Not Passed, or Incomplete which becomes an F grade), I will be required to repay the TA.  I have no more than 120 days or the time limits set by the institution – whichever is less - after the course ends, to change a grade of Incomplete.  The repayment for tuition may be waived if my failure to complete the course(s) is due to circumstances beyond my control and so documented by my commander or unit administrator.  

b.   I must provide the ARRDOE with the course(s) waiver documentation, i.e., a memorandum, signed by my commander or unit administrator, verifying that my failure to complete the course was justified.  

c.  If I do not provide this memorandum to the ARRDOE within 30 days of the scheduled course completion date (except those with grades of “I” will be allowed up to 120 days), the amount of Army Reserve tuition assistance will be collected from my pay, i.e. recouped.  My commander and the ARRDOE will not remind me of this requirement.  Defense Finance and Accounting Service will take funds from my reserve pay without further notification.

d. If I withdraw from a class or classes, it is my responsibility to inform my ARRDOE immediately.  I must 

provide a copy of the withdrawal form to my ARRDOE.  If I withdraw prior to the course start date, I must still follow these same procedures.

e. If I am activated/mobilized/deployed and cannot complete the course(s) I must inform the school by 

completing a withdrawal form, submitting a copy of my military orders, and providing the ARRDOE with a copy of both documents.


4. DUPLICATION OF BENEFITS, I understand that:

Presently, the law governing TA and Army Reserve Soldiers allows those enrolled in school at least  half-time (1/2 time)  to utilize TA and Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) concurrently.                                                            

5. DISTANCE LEARNING COURSE, I understand that:

IF I am enrolling in a Distance Learning (DL) course with a beginning and ending date longer than 24 weeks, Up-Front TA is not authorized.  TA will be on a reimbursable basis.  I must still adhere to the policies stipulated in this Statement of Understanding.  However, after I submit a copy of the grade(s) to the ARRDOE, Defense Finance and Accounting Service will place the TA funds into my checking/savings account.  Distance Learning courses are requested by using the standard TA form, DA 2171-E.  The ARRDOE will mark it “reimbursable”.
