Exchange of Federal Property with the Metropolitan Council 

The Secretary of the Army proposes to exchange 3 parcels of land totaling approximately 6.5 acres at Fort Snelling, MN with the Metropolitan Council (MET) for the purpose of the Hiawatha Light Rail construction project. The Federal property is located at the U.S. Army Reserve Center at Fort Snelling, Hennepin County, Minnesota.  In exchange for the property, the Army Reserves will receive a similar dollar value amount in Real Property improvements from MET to the Fort Snelling U.S. Army Reserve Center at 506 Roeder Circle, Fort Snelling, MN 55111.  In compliance with Section 120(h) of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, the U.S. Army Reserve Command’s 88th Regional Support Command has completed Environmental Baseline Surveys (EBS) and Findings of Suitability for Transfer (FOST) for the property. It is the intent of the U.S. Army Reserve to sign the FOSTs in order to facilitate the property exchange.  

The FOSTs and EBSs have been submitted to Federal and State agencies for a 30-day public review and comment period.  Public comments will be received and considered until 6 July 2002.
