COMMANDER’S BRIEFING

Today, our unit will be tested for illegal substance use.  The primary purpose of this test is to ensure our unit’s military fitness and that we are maintaining proper standards of readiness.

All units are required to adhere to the substance use screening requirements found in AR 600-85.  There is no probable cause or reasonable suspicion that anyone in the unit is using or abusing drugs or a controlled substance.

Everyone present on the personnel/sign-in roster, to include all AGR/AC personnel, will be tested, to include the First Sergeant and myself.  Everyone not present will be rescheduled for testing at a later date on an unannounced basis.

I, as the Commander (OR his/her representative) of this unit, hereby give each and everyone of you a lawful direct order to provide a urine specimen, of at least 60 milliliters, before:   ________(state a completion time).   If you do not provide a specimen, prior to _________(state the completion time), you are disobeying a lawful order from me and will be subject to disciplinary and administrative action(s).

All soldiers must be aware that all other verbal orders connected with the testing are lawful and will be followed as such.

A refusal to comply with orders relating to this test subjects the soldiers to punitive or administrative actions under the UCMJ and other appropriate administrative regulations.
