UNIT BRIEFING BY THE UNIT PREVENTION LEADER

As the Commander has stated, we will be conducting urinalysis testing today.

You have two major responsibilities during the conduct of this urinalysis test:

1.  Provide a urine specimen of at least 60 milliliters by _______ (state completion time stated by commander).

2.  Keep the specimen bottle in full control at all times.

The urine specimen will be provided in a clear plastic bottle or an optional collection cup is available for females.

Collection of the urine specimen will be conducted using direct observation in full view of an observer.  Do not go to the control table until you feel you are ready to provide 60 ml of urine.  If you are unable to provide a specimen or an adequate quantity of urine, you will be held in a holding area, designated by the commander, until you are able to complete the specimen.  You will be provided an adequate amount of liquid to help facilitate the urine collection process.  You will not be released from duty today until you have provided a proper specimen.  If you leave without providing a proper specimen, you will be subject to UCMJ/Administrative Separation Action.

YOUR TASKS INCLUDE:

1.  You will provide your military ID card.  If you do not have your ID card you may use a driver’s license or other picture ID.  If you do not have a picture ID, the 1SG or Commander will verify who you are.  Your SSN will be verified from the personnel roster.  You will verify there are no errors on your ID.

2.  You will verifying your SSN, full name, and date on Unit Collection Ledger and the bottle label.

3.  You will document that all information is correct by signing your payroll signature on the ledger and initialing the specimen bottle label.
