GROUND GUIDE PRECEDURES

2.5 TON VEHICLES AND BELOW NEEDS 1 GROUND GUIDE WHILE BACKING UP.

a) When possible use two ground guides. 

b)  When only one is available walk around vehicle prior to backing vehicle up, Check to ensure nothing is in your path.

5 TON VEHICLES OR LARGER YOU MUST USE  2 GROUND GUIDES WHILE BACKING UP. 

1. ALLWAY SAY IN A POSITION THAT WILL ALLOW EYE-TO-EYE CONTACT WITH THE DRIVER.

2. NEVER WALK BACKWARD WHILE GROUND GUIDING.

3. NEVER GET BETWEEN THE VEHICLE AND SOME OTHER OBJECT.

4. USE CLEAR UNDERSTANDABLE HAND AND ARM SIGNAL (SEE FM 305-2 LIGHT WHEELED VEHICLES OPERATIONS).

While in a field environment never back up with out checking your backing path.

Never enter a bivac area with out a ground guide!
