Motivator	A fracture is any break in the continuity of a bone.  There are two types of fractures:  closed and open.   A closed fracture is a break in the bone with the skin intact.  An open fracture is a break in both the bone and the overlying skin.  Fractures can cause total disability or, in some cases, death.  On the other hand, treatment generally results in complete recovery.  A great deal depends upon the first aid the individual receives be�fore he or she is moved.  First aid includes immobilizing the fractured part in addition to applying lifesaving measures. The basic splinting principle is to immobilize the joints above and below any fracture.

a.	Unless there is immediate life-threatening danger, such as a fire or an explosion, do not move a casualty with a suspected back or neck injury.  Improper movement may cause paralysis or death.



b.	Preparing the casualty for splinting a suspected fracture consists of the following measures:



(1)	Reassure the casualty if he or she is conscious and able to understand.  Tell the casualty that you will be taking care of him or her.



(2)  Loosen any tight or binding clothing.



NOTE:  Tell the students the following:



!	Do not remove any protective clothing or boots in a chemical environment.  Apply the splint over the clothing.



!	Do not remove boots from the casualty unless they are needed to stabilize a neck injury or there is actual bleeding from the foot.



!	If there is bleeding, apply a field dressing.  (See task Put on a Field or Pres�sure Dressing)



(3)	Remove all jewelry from the affected limb and place it in the casualty's pocket.  Tell the casualty that you are doing this to prevent further injury if swelling oc�curs later.





NOTE:  Tell the students that special attention should be given to any bone extending from the flesh 

	because of possible infection.

(2)	Get materials (such as a jacket, blanket, poncho, shelter half, or leafy vegeta�tion) to pad the splints. 



(3)  Get materials (such as strips of cloth or belts) to tie the splints. 



NOTE:  If splinting materials are not available, use the chest wall to immobilize a sus�pected fracture of 

	the arm and the uninjured leg to immobilize the fractured leg.  Continue with steps 7 and 8.



b.  Advise students that steps 7 and 8 will be covered shortly.

NOTE:  Demonstrate checking for signs of blood circulation problems below the injury.



a.	If impaired circulation is detected in casualties with fractures to the extremities, prompt medical attention may prevent loss of limb.  The casualty should be evacu�ated as soon as possible if blood circulation problems are found.



b.  Demonstrate checking circulation below the site of the injury.



(1)  Check light-skinned persons for pale, white, or bluish-gray color of skin.



(2)	Check dark-skinned persons by depressing the toenail or fingernail beds and seeing how fast the color returns.  A slower return of color to the injured side when compared to the uninjured side indicates a circulation problem.



(3)	Check to see if the injured arm or leg feels colder than the uninjured one.  Use your hand to compare the temperature.  Poor circulation is indicated by the cold�ness of the body area below the injury.



(4)	Question the casualty about the presence of numbness, tightness, or a cold sen�sation.

NOTE:  Demonstrate the application of a splint to the simulated fracture.



a.	Inform students that no attempt should be made to push bones back under the skin if the fracture is open.  Apply a field dressing to protect the area.  (See task Put on a Field or Pressure Dressing)



b.  Demonstrate the application of a splint by performing the following procedures:



(1)	Splint the broken arm or leg in the position in which you find it.  Do not try to re�position or straighten the fracture.



(2)	Place one splint on each side of the arm or leg.  Make sure the splints reach be�yond the joints above and below the fracture.



(3)  Tie the splints with improvised (or actual) cravats.



 		(a)	Gently place the cravats at a minimum of two points above and two points below the fracture if possible.  Push cravats through and under the natural body curvatures (spaces) and then gently position the cravats and tie in place.  Do not tie any cravats directly over the fracture.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1034-4, Improvised padding, Nonslip knots.



(b)  Tie nonslip knots on the splint away from the injury.

(1)	Make sure the cravats are tight enough to securely hold the splinting materials in place.



(2)	Recheck circulation below the injury to make sure that circulation is not impaired. Check the skin color and temperature.  Insert the tip of one finger between the wrapped tails and the skin.



(3)  Make any adjustments without allowing the splint to become ineffective.

b.  The sling should place the supporting pressure on the casualty's uninjured side.



c.  The supported arm should have the hand positioned slightly higher than the elbow.



d.  Apply the sling as follows:



(1)  Insert the splinted arm in the center of the sling.



(2)	Bring the ends of the sling up and tie them at the side (or hollow) of the neck on the uninjured side.



(3)  Twist and tuck the corner of the sling at the elbow.

NOTE:  Show VGT 1034-5, Swathes.



NOTE:  Demonstrate the application of swathes.



c.	Apply swathes when the casualty has a splinted, suspected fracture of the elbow or leg, or when a suspected fracture cannot be splinted.



d.	Apply swathes to an injured arm by wrapping the swathes over the injured arm, around the casualty's back, and under the arm on the uninjured side.  Tie the ends on the uninjured side.  Place swathes above and/or below the fracture, not over it.



NOTE:  Tell the student that swathes immobilize the splinted arm against the body wall so that it does not 

	move easily and cause further injury.



e.	Apply swathes to an injured leg by wrapping the swathes around both legs and tying the swathes on the uninjured side.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1034-6, Immobilize an Injured Extremity.



f.	When splints are unavailable, swathes can be used to immobilize an injured extrem�ity.



NOTE:  Inform students that they would again check the casualty's circulation, would watch the casualty 

	closely for life-threatening conditions, would check for other injuries, and would seek medical aid.
