����Motivator	As a soldier, it is essential for you to enlist every precaution to avoid exposure to 

	harmful agents in an NBC environment.  Being thoroughly familiar with mission-oriented

	protective posture (MOPP) gear and the levels of MOPP will lessen the likelihood of

	your being exposed and becoming a casualty.  Furthermore, during missions in an NBC	environment which may extend for long periods of time, your body may need to 	eliminate waste and get needed sleep. ����	a.  Composition of MOPP Gear



	(1)  A soldier's mission-oriented protective posture (MOPP) gear protects against 

	NBC contamination.  Various armies around the world employ different types of

	protective clothing, depending on the  protection required.  There are two major

	divisions of protective clothing:  permeable and impermeable.



Permeable clothing allows air and moisture to pass through the fabric and is used by most troops.



Impermeable clothing does not allow air and moisture to pass through and is worn by some explosive ordnance disposal (EOD) soldiers and decon soldiers.

		(2)  The entire MOPP Ensemble consists of several different pieces of individual

	equipment.  They include:



permeable chemical protective overgarment (CPOG) or battle dress 

overgarment (BDO)



chemical protective gloves



chemical protective footwear covers or green vinyl overboots (GVOs)



protective mask with hood



chemical protective helmet cover (in some cases)



individual decontamination kits (M258A1 or M291)



M8/M9 detector paper and antidotes (M256A1 Detector Kit)



sometimes considered part of the MOPP ensemble even though 

it is not issued on an individual basis

protective mask fit properly and is sealed.  (See task #031-503-1035)



protective clothing is properly worn.



snaps, zippers, and all other closures are closed depending on the directed MOPP level

	b.  Levels of MOPP



The need to balance protection with the threat, temperature, and urgency of the mission led to the concept of MOPP.  Commanders can raise or lower the amount of protection through six levels of MOPP—MOPP Ready through MOPP4.  In addition, commanders have a mask-only option.



Protection increases with progression from MOPP Ready to MOPP4, but efficiency decreases correspondingly.  The elements of MOPP gear that take the longest to put on and that degrade mission performance the least, are put on first.  The MOPP gear elements that can be put on quickly and degrade performance of individual tasks the most are put on last.  Soldiers carry their individual decontamination kits, detector paper, and antidotes with all MOPP levels IAW their unit SOPs.

	(1)  MOPP READY is when soldiers carry their protective masks with their LCE.  			Units in MOPP Ready are highly vulnerable to persistent agent attacks and will 			automatically upgrade to MOPP Zero when they determine, or are notified, that 			chemical weapons have been used, or that the threat for use of chemical 			weapons has risen.  The process of delivering MOPP gear to the soldiers should 		not exceed two hours.

	(2)  MOPP ZERO is when soldiers carry their protective mask with their load-			carrying equipment (LCE) and have their MOPP gear readily available within 			the work area, fighting vehicle, etc.  Units in  MOPP Zero are highly vulnerable to 		persistent agent attacks and will automatically upgrade to MOPP1 when they 			determine, or are notified, that chemical weapons have been used, or that the 			threat for use of chemical weapons has risen.  MOPP Zero allows soldiers to be 			free of the burden of wearing protective overgarments and masks and yet have 			them readily available when needed.

����Note:  The term "available" means that a soldier's MOPP gear is within arm's reach of the soldier.  The 

 term "carried" means that a soldier's mask is in its carrier and the carrier is worn by the soldier,

 and his gloves are placed in one of the pockets of the MOPP overgarment trousers.

	(3)  MOPP1 is automatically assumed when chemical or biological weapons have 			been employed in an area of operations or when directed by higher command.  			Soldiers in MOPP1 wear their overgarment only (CPOG or the BDO)..In hot 			weather they can wear it directly over their underwear and may leave the jacket 			open for ventilation;  but they must keep trousers closed.  Soldiers in MOPP1 			attach M9 or M8 Chemical Detector Paper to their overgarment and wear the 			protective helmet cover.  The reaction time needed to attain MOPP4 protection 			against an attack is cut in half when wearing MOPP1--from eight to four minutes.

	(4)  MOPP2 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is expected or has 			occurred in the theater of operations.  Soldiers in MOPP2 don their chemical 			protective overboots, chemical protective footwear covers (CPECs), green vinyl 			overboots (GVOs), or a field expedient item (e.g., vapor-barrier boots) in addition 		to their overgarment.  The overgarment jacket may be left unbuttoned but the 			trousers remain closed.  The overboots take three to four minutes to put on.  			Once troops are in MOPP2 they can go to the higher MOPP levels in a matter of 		seconds.

	(5)  MOPP3 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is imminent and 			dexterity is critical.  Soldiers in MOPP3 add their protective mask and hood, 			making protection almost complete.  The mask and hood restrict vision and, 			coupled with the overgarment and overboots, result in more heat stress and heat 		exhaustion casualties.  In hot weather, soldiers may open the overgarment 			jacket and roll up the protective mask hood for ventilation; but the trousers must 			remain closed.  At this level, soldiers are properly protected against vapor 			hazards.

	(6)  MOPP4 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is recognized.  At 			MOPP4, soldiers will completely encapsulate themselves by closing their 			overgarments, rolling down and adjusting the mask hood, and putting on the 			NBC chemical protective gloves with cotton liners  MOPP4 provides the highest 			degree of chemical protection, but also has the most negative impact on a 			soldier’s performance.

��	(7)  MASK-ONLY COMMAND is when only the mask is worn.  The MASK-ONLY 			command is given under these situations:



when riot control agents are being employed and no chemical/biological threat exists



in a downwind vapor hazard of a nonpersistent chemical agent



Note:  MASK-ONLY is not an appropriate option when blister agent is present, due to the skin-penetrating hazards of blister agents.  It also is not appropriate if persistent nerve agent hazard exists.

	(8)  AUTOMATIC MASKING is the act of immediately masking and assuming 

		MOPP4 when encountering chemical attack indicators on the battlefield.  Before

		chemical weapons usage is confirmed, soldiers will don the mask only when

		there is a high probability of a chemical attack.  Indicators are:



sounding of a chemical alarm



positive reading on chemical agent detector paper or chemical 

 agent monitor



soldiers experiencing symptoms of chemical agent poisoning



When chemical agents have been employed, commanders at all levels 

may establish a modified policy of automatic masking by designating 

additional events as automatic masking criteria.  Once this 

information is disseminated, soldiers will mask and assume MOPP4 

automatically whenever one of these events occurs.  Automatic masking 

criteria should be used by the unit vulnerability analysis, and METT-T 

(mission, enemy, terrain, troops, and time available).  Subordinate 

commanders may use automatic masking criteria at their discretion.

	c.  Implementing MOPP Level



MOPP level is implemented based on two criteria:



(1)  Direction from higher authority

�����

����It is the corps or higher-level commander's responsibility to direct minimum MOPP levels and recommend the higher MOPP levels appropriate to the threat.  Commanders at these levels are aware of the strategic and tactical intelligence that might indicate the probable use of NBC weapons.  These commanders have the first responsibility for upgrading the unit's protective posture.  Their MOPP guidance is disseminated through operation orders/operation plans.



Ordering MOPP2 through MOPP4 is the responsibility of division and lower commanders.  The ultimate responsibility, however, is that of the company commander, platoon leader, or squad leader.  At these levels, there is a better appreciation of what the unit can or cannot do.  These leaders do not degrade the protective posture below the minimum level established by  their higher headquarters.



(2)  Threat of chemical weapon usage



Lower level commanders can increase or decrease their unit's protective posture based on their analysis of the current NBC threat situation.



Note:  Ensure all personal decontamination kits, antidotes, and detection equipment are on-hand and carried IAW unit SOP.  Removal of uncontaminated gear, repackaged gear, and restored 

gear will be handled IAW unit/battalion SOP.

(1)		A soldier's mission-oriented protective posture (MOPP) gear protects against NBC contamination.  Various armies around the world employ different types of protective clothing, depending on the protection required.  There are two major divisions of protective clothing:  permeable and impermeable.



Permeable clothing allows air and moisture to pass through the fabric and is used by most troops.



Impermeable clothing does not allow air and moisture to pass through and is worn by some explosive ordnance disposal (EOD) soldiers and decon soldiers.��

(2)		The entire MOPP Ensemble consists of several different pieces of individual equipment.  They include:



permeable chemical protective overgarment (CPOG) or battledress overgarment (BDO)



chemical protective gloves



chemical protective footwear covers or green vinyl overboots (GVOs)



protective mask with hood



chemical protective helmet cover (in some cases)



individual decontamination kits (M258A1 or M291)



M8/M9 detector paper and antidotes (M256A1 Detector Kit)



sometimes considered part of the MOPP Ensemble even though it is not issued on an individual basis��

(3)		When putting on MOPP gear, use the buddy system to ensure:



protective masks fit properly and are sealed.  (See task #031-503-1035)



protective clothing is properly worn.



snaps, zippers, and all other closures are closed depending on the directed MOPP level



MOPP overjacket can be worn open or closed depending on the directed MOPP level (based on mission and threat)��

b.	Levels of MOPP��

�

The need to balance protection with the threat, temperature, and urgency of the mission led to the concept of MOPP.  Commanders can raise or lower the amount of protection through six levels of MOPP—MOPP Ready through MOPP4.  In addition, commanders have a mask-only option.  Protection increases with progression from MOPP Ready to MOPP4, but efficiency decreases correspondingly.  The elements of MOPP gear that take the longest to put on and that degrade mission performance the least, are put on first.  The MOPP gear elements that can be put on quickly and degrade performance of individual tasks the most are put on last.  Soldiers carry their individual decontamination kits, detector paper, and antidotes with all MOPP levels IAW their unit SOPs.��

�

��

�

(1)		MOPP READY is when soldiers carry their protective masks with their LCE.  Units in MOPP Ready are highly vulnerable to persistent agent attacks and will automatically upgrade to MOPP Zero when they determine, or are notified, that chemical weapons have been used, or that the threat for use of chemical weapons has risen.  The process of delivering MOPP gear to the soldiers should not exceed two hours.��

�

��

�

(2)		MOPP ZERO is when soldiers carry their protective mask with their load-carrying equipment (LCE) and have their MOPP gear readily available—within the work area, fighting vehicle, etc.  Units in  MOPP Zero are highly vulnerable to persistant agent attacks and will automatically upgrade to MOPP1 when they determine, or are notified, that chemical weapons have been used, or that the threat for use of chemical weapons has risen.  MOPP Zero allows soldiers to be free of the burden of wearing protective overgarments and masks and yet have them readily available when needed.



Note:	The term "available" means that a soldier's MOPP gear is within arm's reach of the soldier.  The term "carried" means that a soldier's mask is in its carrier and the carrier is worn by the soldier, and his gloves are placed in one of the pockets of the MOPP overgarment trousers.��

�

�

(3)		MOPP1 is automatically assumed when chemical or biological weapons have been employed in an area of operations or when directed by higher command.  Soldiers in MOPP1 wear their overgarment only (CPOG or the BDO).  In hot weather they can wear it directly over their underwear and may leave the jacket open for ventilation; but they must keep the trousers closed.  Soldiers in MOPP1 attach M9 or M8 Chemical Detector Paper to their overgarment and wear the protective helmet cover.  The reaction time needed to attain MOPP4 protection against an attack is cut in half when wearing MOPP1—from eight to four minutes.��

�

��

�

(4)		MOPP2 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is expected or has occurred in the theater of operations.  Soldiers in MOPP2 don their chemical protective overboots, chemical protective footwear covers (CPFCs), green vinyl overboots (GVOs), or a field expedient item (e.g., vapor-barrier boots) in addition to their overgarment.  The overgarment jacket may be left unbuttoned; but the trousers remain closed.  The overboots take three to four minutes to put on.  Once troops are in MOPP2, they can go to the higher MOPP levels in a matter of seconds.��

�

��

�

(5)		MOPP3 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is imminent and dexterity is critical.  Soldiers in MOPP3 add their protective mask and hood, making protection almost complete.  The mask and hood restrict vision and, coupled with the overgarment and overboots, result in more heat stress and heat exhaustion casualties.  In hot weather, soldiers may open the overgarment jacket and roll up the protective mask hood for ventilation; but the trousers must remain closed.  At this level, soldiers are properly protected against vapor hazards.��

�

�

(6)		MOPP4 is assumed when a chemical or biological attack is recognized.  At MOPP4, soldiers will completely encapsulate themselves by closing their overgarments, rolling down and adjusting the mask hood, and putting on the NBC chemical protective gloves with cotton liners.  MOPP4 provides the highest degree of chemical protection, but also has the most negative impact on a soldier's performance.��

�

(7)		MASK-ONLY COMMAND is when only the mask is worn.  The MASK-ONLY command is given under these situations:



when riot control agents are being employed and no chemical/biological threat exists



in a downwind vapor hazard of a nonpersistent chemical agent



Note:	MASK-ONLY is not an appropriate option when blister agent is present, due to the skin-penetrating hazards of blister agents.  It also is not appropriate if persistent nerve agent hazard exists.��

(8)		AUTOMATIC MASKING is the act of immediately masking and assuming MOPP4 when encountering chemical attack indicators on the battlefield.  Before chemical weapons usage is confirmed, soldiers will don the mask only when there is a high probability of a chemical attack.  Indicators are:��

sounding of a chemical alarm



positive reading on chemical agent detector paper or chemical agent monitor



soldiers experiencing symptoms of chemical agent poisoning



When chemical agents have been employed, commanders at all levels may establish a modified policy of automatic masking by designating additional events as automatic masking criteria.  Once this information is disseminated, soldiers will mask and assume MOPP4 automatically whenever one of these events occurs.  Automatic masking criteria should be used by the unit vulnerability analysis, and METT-T (mission, enemy, terrain, troops, and time available) .  Subordinate commanders may use automatic masking criteria at their discretion.������c.	Implementing MOPP Level��

MOPP level is implemented based on two criteria:



(1)		Direction from higher authority



It is the corps or higher-level commander's responsibility to direct minimum MOPP levels and recommend the higher MOPP levels appropriate to the threat.  Commanders at these levels are aware of the strategic and tactical intelligence that might indicate the probable use of NBC weapons.  These commanders have the first responsibility for upgrading the unit's protective posture.  Their MOPP guidance is disseminated through operation orders/operation plans.



Ordering MOPP2 through MOPP4 is the responsibility of division and lower commanders.  The ultimate responsibility, however, is that of the company commander, platoon leader, or squad leader.  At these levels, there is a better appreciation of what the unit can or cannot do.  These leaders do not degrade the protective posture below the minimum level established by their higher headquarters.������(2)		Threat of chemical weapon usage



Lower level commanders can increase or decrease their unit's protective posture based on their analysis of the current NBC threat situation.



Note:	Ensure all personal decontamination kits, antidotes, and detection equipment are on-hand and being carried IAW unit SOP.  Removal of uncontaminated gear, repackaged gear, and restored gear will be handled IAW unit/battalion SOP.�����

If there is no exposed skin and no observed symptoms, fasten or adjust protective clothing of the sleeping soldier.  Notify your supervisor.���

If exposed skin appears contaminated with liquid, awaken the soldier and have him decontaminate using the M258A1 or M291 Skin Decontaminating Kit.  Notify your supervisor.  The soldier should adjust or exchange MOPP gear as appropriate.
