1.) Ground Smoke Marker- This round is light green impact aluminum with black markings, 

the tip of the round is color coded to the color of smoke. The round is six inches long.

2.) Star Parachute- This round is white impact plastic with black markings. Its tip has a raised 

letter, indicating the color of the flare (red, white or green). The round is six inches long. 

3.) Star Cluster- This round is white impact plastic with black markings. Its tip has a raised

letter denoting the color (red, white, or green) surrounded by five raised bumps. This round is six inches long.

4.) Chemical Round- The body is gray aluminum with red markings; its casing is green. It 

produces a cloud of white CS Gas on impact. The round is four inches long.

5.) Buckshot- This round has a drab aluminum skirt with a short, black shot shell type top. Inside

are 20 to 30 double ought pellets, that exit the weapon doing 269mph. Maximum lethal range is 30 meters, making a 10meter across cone at that range. This round is four inches long.

6.) High Explosive (HE)- This round has an aluminum skirt, with gold olgive and light green markings. It arms at between 14 and 27 meters, produces a ground burst that causes casualties within a 5 meter radius, it can throw fragments out to 130 meters and has a danger close of 31 meters. This round is four inches long.

7.) High Explosive/Dual Purpose (HEDP)- Approximately four inches long. This round has an 

aluminum skirt with gold olgive and light green markings, similar to the HE round, but more angular at the tip.  It arms at between 14 and 27 meters and produces a ground burst that causes casualties within a 5meter radius, it can throw fragment’s out to 130 meters and also has a danger close range of 31 meters. At ranges of 150 meters or less, it can penetrate up to 2 inches of steel armor if fired directly at the target.

8.) Training Practice (TP)- Four inches long, this round has a white fiberglass skirt and blue

plastic olgive. Inside the olgive is a yellow or orange powder that puffs up on impact to aid in locating the impact site. The olgive is propelled downrange by a large plug on its rear. NEVER FIRE THIS ROUND AT A SOLDIER.

a.) Shout “MISFIRE” while keeping the weapon pointed downrange at the target, keeping all troops clear of the muzzle.

b.) Wait 30 seconds. (Due to possibility of a hang fire)

c.) Depress the barrel latch

d.) Slowly slide the barrel forward until you hear a metallic click. (Approximately one inch)

e.) Place the weapon on safe.

f.) Securely grasp the base of the round with the thumb and index finger of your firing hand.

g.) Slowly slide the barrel forward.

h.) Remove the round and inspect the primer:

1.) If the primer was not dented, either the breech was not seated, or the firing mechanism may be faulty

2.) If the primer was dented, the ammunition may be faulty.

i.) In either case, for training purposes, reload the round and attempt to fire. If the round still fails to fire, turn it into the ammunition point.

Note: Shouting misfire applies only during training situations.

WARNING- In training situations, before attempting to remove the round from the chamber of the Grenade Launcher, clear the area of soldiers not needed for the operation.

1.) Steady Position- This varies according to the position and sight being used.

a.) Quadrant Sight (standing)- Directly face your target and keep your shoulders squared towards the target. Feet shoulder width apart, left foot forward about eighteen inches, left knee bent. Place your right hand on the magazine, your left hand on the barrel grip, keeping your thumb off the barrel latch. Place the butt stock of the weapon into your shoulder pocket. Raise the weapon and look through the quadrant sight at your target. Pull back on the barrel to seat it against the breach. Ensure that your shoulders are on line or forward of your hips.

b.) Leaf Sight (standing)- Face your target with your shoulders squared. Feet shoulder width apart. Non-firing foot eighteen inches forward, non-firing knee bent. Place your firing hand on the magazine, your non-firing hand on the barrel grip, thumb and fingers clear of the barrel latch. Place the last inch of the butt stock under your firing arm. Tilt your head directly left or right over the weapon, not forward. Pull back on the barrel to seat it, and ensure that your shoulders are on line or forward of your hips. 

c.) Kneeling Position (both leaf and quadrant sights)- Same as standing position, then simply lower your firing knee to the ground.

d.)   Prone Position (both leaf and quadrant sight)- If you are firing prone, try to use a prone      
supported position. Lie face down; grasp the magazine with your firing hand. Put your 

non-firing hand on the barrel grip, thumb off the barrel latch, and rise up on your elbows. Place the rifle butt stock either in your shoulder pocket (quadrant sight), or under your firing arm (leaf sight). Straighten your upper body, spread your legs a comfortable 


position apart. Try to point your toes outward and relax your ankles, so your heels rest 


on the ground. Relax the weight of your upper body forward onto your arm. Observe the 



target through your sights (must tilt head over the weapon to line up leaf sight).

2.) Aiming- Aiming procedures for every sight are as follows:

A.) Aligning Sight:

1.) Quadrant Sight- Set sight to the appropriate range, align the tip of the front sight post in the center of the rear sight aperture, as with an M16 rifle sight.  

2.) Leaf Sight- Align the tip of the M16 front sight post on line and centered between

the teeth of the leaf sight, for the appropriate range, making a capitol “T”.

3.) Obtaining Sight Picture- To achieve a correct sight picture, align the front sight post

And leaf sight or rear sight aperture with the target. For point targets, aim center mass of the target. For area targets, aim where the rounds bursting radius will be most effective.

3.) Breathing Control- The technique for breathing is the same for every position: breath naturally, exhale most of your air, hold your breath, and fire before you become uncomfortable.

4.)   Trigger Squeeze- The technique for trigger control is the same for every position. Place

        your trigger finger, between the first joint and the tip of your finger on the trigger. Then, 

        squeeze your trigger finger to the rear without disturbing the lay of the weapon.

Note: You may fire right or left handed when using the leaf sight. When using the quadrant sight, fire right handed only.

WARNING-Always ensure that your face is well away from the M16 carrying handle. Recoil could cause it to hit your jaw area, resulting in cuts to the face or damage to teeth.

1.) Sight- Once the range has been estimated or given to the soldier, ensure he obtains correct sight alignment and sight picture.

2.) Aim- Obtain a correct sight alignment and then shift your focus to the target for a correct sight picture. As you pull the trigger, continue shifting eye focus. Use controlled breathing just as you would when firing an M16.

3.) Fire.

4.) Observation- Observe the impact of the round, and give corrections to the grenadier:

a.) Short: Impact between the grenadier and target.

b.) Over: Impact beyond the target.

c.) On Target: Impact on target (point) or within 5 meters (area).

d.) Deviation: Observations are given as direction round needs to move (Left/Right) and distance in meters in relation to the target.

WARNING- Do not fire High Explosive or High Explosive/Dual Purpose rounds at targets within 130 meters of the firing line (on Malone 21, do not engage the window or bunker targets with HE or HE/DP).

c.) Depress the barrel latch and move the barrel forward to the barrel stop.

d.) Depress the barrel stop and slide the barrel forward off the receiver.

1.) Clean the M203:

a.) Bore: Pull bore brush through the barrel several times with thong. After all carbon has been removed, use the thong to pull a rag lightly coated with CLP through the barrel.

b.) Breach Insert: Clean the face of the breach with a patch and CLP. Remove CLP with clean rags, then lubricate with a light coat of CLP.

c.) All other parts: Use a brush and dry rags to clean all other parts and surfaces. Apply a light coat of CLP to the exterior of the M203 after cleaning.

NOTE: Always pull the thong through the barrel in the direction the round travels.

2.) Inspect the M203:

a.) Check hand guards for cracks, dents or distorting that prevents its firm attachment to the rifle.

b.) Check leaf sight for rust or corrosion, and to ensure it is not bent.

c.) Check quadrant sight latch spring, rear sight aperture arm, front post arm and bracket for proper functioning.

d.) Check barrel for cracks, and ensure barrel grip is firmly attached.

e.) Check barrel for burs, nicks or other damage.
