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LESSON GUIDE


SECTION I--INTRODUCTION

     The military and civilian vehicle driver must meet specific qualifications to be certified.  He/she must know their drivers responsibilities and obligations to operating an AMV (Army Motor Vehicle) and POV (Privately Owned Vehicle).

TERMINAL LEARNING OBJECTIVE (TLO):
     ACTION:  Determine your role in driver responsibility.

     CONDITION:  In a classroom environment.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS:  None

EVALUATION:  Inform the students that they will be tested on the Driver’s Post Test for this lesson.

INSTRUCTIONAL LEAD IN:  Responsibility, while operating a wheeled vehicle differ drastically between the civilian sector and the military.  The military requires that you meet more qualifications, receive more training, and follow certain procedures prior to, during, and after operation the vehicle.  Because of these differences, your responsibility is much more than that of the civilian population.
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SECTION II--PRESENTATION

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 1:  Discuss the official use requirement.

Reference:  FM 21-305and Policy Statement 58-1 dtd 12 AUG 96.

Show VGT 1:  Official Use Requirement

“Official use is defined as the employment or authorization of employment of a government motor vehicle in the discharge or performance of an official duty, function, or service.  The law provides penalties for the willful use or authorization of any government-owned, government-leased, or government-rented motor vehicle for other than official purposes.

Note:  Ask if there are any questions, clarify, and move on.

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 2:  Discuss THE required Identification/Qualification Cards.

Reference:  FM 21-305, AR 600-55.

Show VGT 2:  Qualification Card

A valid civilian drivers license will be sufficient qualification for military and civilian personnel to operate commercially-designed, general-purpose vehicles up to 1 ton cargo trucks.  Personnel who operate vehicles in excess of 14,000 pounds gross vehicle weight must possess a DA Form 5984-E  or an OF 346 (Operator Identification Card).  State laws may vary.

Show VGT 3:  Historical Record

DA Form 348 and DA Form 348-E (Equipment Operator’s Record) provide the means for recording the complete history on our driving qualifications and equipment-operating experience. These forms will be discussed later.
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ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 3:  Discuss Driver Obligation and Responsibility.

Reference:  FM 21-305, AR 190-5.

 Driving a Government vehicle or POV on a military installation is a privilege granted by the installation commander.  Persons who accept the privilege must comply with laws and regulations governing motor vehicle operations on the installation.  Must comply with installation registration requirements.  Must possess, while operation a motor vehicle and produce on demand to law enforcement personnel proof of vehicle ownership or state registration, have a valid state or overseas driver's license and/or OF 346/DA Form 5984-E, and a valid record of motor vehicle safety inspection if required.  Operators of Government motor vehicles must have proof of authorization to operate the vehicle.  Persons accepting installation driving  privileges shall be deemed to have given their consent to evidential test for alcohol or other drug content of their blood, breath, and/or urine if lawfully stopped, apprehended, or cited for any offense allegedly committed while driving or in physical control of a motor vehicle on the installation while under the influence of intoxicants.  A person granted the privilege of operating a motor vehicle on an installation shall be deemed to have given his/her consent for the removal and temporary impoundment of the POV when it is parked illegally for unreasonable periods, interfering with operation, creating a safety hazard, disabled by accident, left unattended in a restricted or controlled area, or abandoned.  Such persons further agree to reimburse the United States for the cost of towing and storage should their motor vehicle be removed or impounded.  Driving privileges are usually suspended when other measures have failed to improve a driver's performance.  Measures should include counseling, remedial driving training, and rehabilitation programs.  Driving privileges may also be suspended for up to 6 months if a driver continually violates installation parking regulations.  Driving privileges will be  immediately suspended pending resolution of the intoxicated driver if he/she refuses to take or complete lawfully requested chemical test to determine contents of blood for alcohol or other 

drugs.  Suspended for operating a motor vehicle with a blood alcohol content (BAC) of 0.10 percent by volume or higher or in violation of the law of the jurisdiction that is being assimilated on the military installation, or operating a motor vehicle with a BAC of at least 0.04 percent by volume but less than 0.10 percent blood alcohol by volume in violation of the law of the jurisdiction in which the vehicle is being operated if the jurisdiction imposes a suspension solely on the basis of the BAC level.

Show VGT 4:  Driver’s Responsibility

As a driver, you are responsible for:

1.  Safely operating your vehicle and complying with applicable federal, state, local, and host nation laws and regulations.

2.  Doing before, during, and after-operation inspections on your vehicle.
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Show VGT 5:  Driver’s Responsibility (cont)

3.  Following all operator maintenance outlined in the appropriate vehicle technical manual 

      (-10).

4.  Caring for and cleaning your vehicle and its equipment at all times.

5.  Ensuring the safety and comfort of your passengers; to include they are wearing seat belts at all times while the vehicle is in motion.

Show VGT 6:  Driver’s Responsibility (cont)

6.  Ensuring the security of the vehicle and cargo entrusted to you.

7.  Exercising common sense.

8.  Notifying your supervisor of any change in your driving status, for example inability to drive due to physical condition, withdrawal of your state operators license, speeding tickets, and all accidents.

Show VGT 7:  Fuel-efficient Operations

1.  Maintain your vehicle with particular attention to proper tire inflation, brakes grabbing or pulling, oil and lubrication specifications, and tune-ups.

2.  Adhere to speed limits when driving to save fuel.

Show VGT 8:  Question

You must have a valid OF 346/DA Form 5984-E in order to operate all vehicles owned, leased, or rented by the military.

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Show VGT 12:  Signaling Distance

Always signal in advance.  The law usually requires you to signal at least 100 feet in advance on city/rural streets.  The faster you are going, the farther in advance you should signal.  Your signaling distance should never be less than the distance required for stopping or slowing down.  When driving on the open highway, a good rule is to give all signals at least 300 feet in advance.

Show VGT 13:  Stopping a Motor Vehicle

The following factors affect your ability to stop:

1.  Type and condition of road surface.

2.  Foreign material on the road, such as ice, snow, leaves, or mud.

3.  Road configuration, such as uphill or downhill, straight, curve, high crown, or dip.

Show VGT 14:  Stopping Distance

1.  Perception Distance:  Distance traveled between the time a dangerous situation is first seen by the driver and the time he/she actually recognized it as being dangerous.

2.  Reaction Time:  Distance traveled by a vehicle during which the driver determines the preventive action to be taken and actually sets the vehicle controls in motion.

3.  Braking Distance:  Distance traveled at the time that the brakes were applied, to the time in which the vehicle stops.

Show VGT 15:  Obeying Rules of the Road

1.  Operate vehicles on the right of the highway, giving approaching traffic at least one-half of the road unless conditions or directions indicate otherwise.

2.  When overtaking and passing other vehicles, pass to the left and remain on the left until safely clear of the overtaken vehicle.  When returning to your lane, do not come within 200 feet of an on-coming vehicle.
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Show VGT 16:  Obeying Rules of the Road (cont)

3.  Keep movement from one lane to another at a minimum.

4.  Give adequate warning of your intentions.

5.  Observe the rules of right-of-way with judgment and courtesy.

6.  Fire, police, and emergency vehicles have the right-of-way over all other vehicles.

Show VGT 17:  Obeying Rules of the Road (cont)

7.  Slow down on curves to prevent over-turning, skidding, or running off the road.

8.  Look 12-15 seconds ahead of you.  That is the area in which a potential accident will develop.

9.  Check your mirrors at least every 10 seconds.

10.  Always use seat belts when the vehicle is in motion.

Show VGT 18:  Obeying Rules of the Road (cont)

11.  Do not drink and drive.

12.  Do not take medication to stay awake.

13.  Rest when required or when tired.

Note:  Ask if there are any question, clarify, and move on.

Show VGT 19:  Question
