LESSON GUIDE


SECTION I--INTRODUCTION

     State and the Military continues to grow with new residents and more travelers, and nearly every aspect of our life is affected.  Our increasing population means more vehicles are on our street and state highways.  Therefore, it is important that we be able to adapt to the increasing demands upon our driving skills.  We need to be more alert, more considerate, and more safety conscious.  To assist, the department of Licensing has developed several service improvements.  Among those improvements is the Driver’s Guide.  Its purpose is to promote good driving habits, and to improve highway safety by making us well-trained and knowledgeable drivers.

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State and Military Laws
Show VGT 1:  State and Military Laws

Note:  This slide will be displayed during the introduction.

INSTRUCTIONAL LEAD IN:  Welcome to Army Drivers training program.  Some of you are new arrivals to the military and some of you have had experience driving in other states and on other military installations.  State and installation laws differ every place you go.  This is the primary reason that the Battalion Driver’s Training Program in mandatory prior to you being issued a military license.  Many laws will get you in trouble and by simply stating that you didn’t know about them in not good enough of an excuse.  It is your responsibility as a motor vehicle operator to know these rules.  This class is designed to help you better understand your responsibility.


SECTION II--PRESENTATION

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 1:  Discuss Driver’s Licenses.

Reference:  State and Military Driver’s Guide.

Show VGT 2:  Driver’s Licenses
If you are a non-resident of this state and have a valid driver’s license from another state, you do not have to apply for a state license.  You must follow state rules from your current license for renewal.

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 2:  Discuss Rules of the Road.

Reference: Military Driving Guides.

Show VGT 3:  Rules of the Road.

Even on a brief trip, you may be faced with many dangerous driving conditions.  Statistics show that one-half of all accidents occur within 25 miles of home.  Try to be a defensive driver.  Know the traffic rules and be willing to yield to other drivers to avoid an accident.  Know how to change your driving behavior to the different types of hazardous conditions that exist.  Try to remain proactive instead of reactive.

Note:  Ask if there are any questions and clarify.
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Show VGT 4:  Speed Regulations

The maximum speed, unless posted are:

1.  20 mph in school zones.

2.  25 mph on streets of cities and towns.

3.  50 mph on country roads.

4.  55 mph on state highways.

5.  60 mph for trucks over 10,000 GVWR on the interstate.

6.  70 mph for passenger vehicles on designated portions of the interstate.

Show VGT 5:  Speed Regulations (cont)

A special condition exists on a two-lane road when passing is unsafe.  When 5 or more vehicles form a line behind a slow moving vehicle, the slower driver must allow vehicles to pass by turning off the roadway and stopping in a safe place.

Show VGT 6:  Speed Regulations (cont)

On highways and roads with only one lane of traffic in each direction, you may exceed the legal speed limit to pass a vehicle traveling slower than the speed limit.  This is allowed only at such a speed and for such a distance as is necessary to complete the pass.

Note:  Ask if there are any questions, clarify and move on.

Show VGT 7:  Changing Lanes

When changing lanes, preparing to pass another vehicle, or entering traffic, check for passing traffic by first using your mirrors.  Once the mirrors reveal safe conditions for a lane change, check your vehicle’s blind spot by looking over your shoulder toward the rear.  Use your turn signal to let other drivers know which lane you are entering.

Show VGT 8:  Passing Vehicles

When overtaking and passing another vehicle traveling in the same direction on a two-lane road, you should only pass to the left.  Once you have passed the vehicle, do not return to the right side of the road until safely clear of the other vehicle.  Passing must be completed before you are within 200 feet of any approaching vehicle.  Remember to use your turn signal when changing lanes each time.
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Show VGT 9:  Passing Vehicles (cont)

You may pass a vehicle on the right when:

1.  The vehicle you are passing is making or about to make a left turn.

2.  The road is unobstructed and is wide enough for two or more lanes of vehicles moving in  your direction.

Show VGT 10:  Passing Vehicles (cont)

On a two-lane, two-way road, DO NOT PASS another vehicle when:

1.  Your view of oncoming traffic is blocked because you are near the top of a hill.

2.  You are within 100 feet of an intersection or railroad crossing.

3.  Your view is blocked approaching within 100 feet of a bridge or tunnel.

4.  A no passing zone is indicated.

Show VGT 11:  Following Another Vehicle

Following another vehicle too close causes many accidents.  Always allow enough room to safely stop in an emergency.  The distance between vehicles should be increased as you increase speed.  To judge the correct following distance use the two-second rule.  This is the minimum following distance.  The distance will increase, depending on the road conditions, road surface, and type of vehicle your driving.

Note:  Ask if there are any question, clarify, and move on.

Show VGT 16:  Yielding Right-of-Way

There will be many times when you will need to yield or slow down so another vehicle can proceed safely.  Yield means that you must slow or, if necessary, stop your vehicle to allow another vehicle or pedestrians to continue safely.  When making a left turn, you must yield to any oncoming vehicle which is within the intersection or so close as to be a hazard.
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STATE AND MILITARY LAWS

Show VGT 17:  Yield Right-of-Way (cont)

On all roadways you must yield to a transit vehicle (bus) that has signaled and is reentering the flow of traffic.

When approaching an intersection that is not controlled by traffic lights or signs, you must yield to any vehicle in or approaching the intersection at the same time from your right.

Show VGT 18:  Yielding Right-of-Way (cont)

You must yield the right-of-way to any emergency vehicle if it is sounding a siren or bell or displaying an emergency light.  Every vehicle must move to the right side of the road and stop until the emergency vehicle passes.  Do not follow or stop within 500 feet of an emergency vehicle.

Show VGT 19:  Pedestrian Right-of-Way

Pedestrians are those people standing, walking, or using a wheelchair on public streets, highways, and private property.  They have the right-of-way at crosswalks and intersections whether the crosswalks are marked or not.  As a pedestrian, you should avoid walking on the traveled portion of a roadway.

Note:  Ask if there are any questions, clarify, and move on.

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 3:  Discuss traffic signs and signals.

Reference:  State Driver’s Guide.

Show VGT 20:  Special Signal Lights

Ramp Meters… during congested or peak traffic periods, you may be required to stop at a ramp meter when entering or exiting a freeway.  The signals indicate the number of cars allowed to proceed with each green light.  Special lanes may allow buses and carpools to drive by without stopping.

Show VGT 21:  Special Signal Lights (cont)

Lane use control signals:

1.  Steady Red “X”…means you must not use the lane.

2.  Steady Yellow “X”…means you should safely move out of the lane as soon as possible because traffic moving in the opposite direction may soon occupy the lane.

3.  Steady Green “ down arrow”…means you can drive in that lane.
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STATE AND MILITARY LAWS

Show VGT 22:  Low Bridge Clearance (cont)

The Pendleton Bridge is off-limits to all military vehicles exceeding HMMWV size.  The clearance is very low (12’ 5”) and many vehicles on the installation have had accidents costing thousands of dollars in equipment damage.

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 4:  Discuss special driving situations.

Reference:  State Driver’s Guide and Military rules..

Show VGT 23:  Freeway Driving

When entering a freeway increase your speed to match that of the freeway traffic.  This allows you to enter the traffic flow safely.  You must yield to the vehicles on the freeway.  Unnecessary stopping on freeway on-ramps causes many rear-end collisions and prevents an even flow of traffic.

Show VGT 24:  Freeway Driving (cont)

To exit the freeway, signal and check your blind spots and mirrors before changing lanes.  Move into the lane nearest the off-ramp.  Pull onto the ramp before slowing down to the posted exit speed.  When no exit lane is provided, slow down before entering the off-ramp.  Do not suddenly cross lanes to reach the off-ramp.

Note:  Ask if there are any questions, clarify, and move on.

Show VGT 25:  Question

What does a control signal with a steady yellow “X” indicate?

Show VGT 28: Headlights

By law, your vehicle’s lights must be turned on from a half hour after sunset until a half hour before sunrise and at any time you can’t see clearly without them.  You should slow down at night, since the average headlights provide safe vision for only 150 feet.  You are required to dim or lower your headlights when an oncoming vehicle is within 500 feet and when following 300 feet behind a vehicle.

Note:  Explain that one of the main reasons for headlights is for the other driver to see you.  Explain that tinted covers placed over the headlights are not authorized if they affect good vision for less than 150 feet.  Explain that fog lights are not authorized to be tilted up so that they might blind on-coming traffic.

Show VGT 29:  School Buses

Alternating flashing amber lights on the front and back of a school bus, indicates that the bus is about to stop.  Alternating flashing red lights, indicates that the bus is stopped.  You must also stop in both directions, if you are traveling on a two lane roadway.  A school bus may pull completely off the roadway to load or unload students.  When this happens, only the flashing amber lights will be used.  You may pass the school bus using extreme caution.

Note:  Explain that flashing amber lights indicates to other traffic to prepare to stop.  Never try to beat flashing amber lights on a school bus.  Explain that when a school bus is pulled off of the roadway and using amber flashing lights, to especially watch out for children running out from in front of the school bus.  Use extreme caution when passing a school bus that is pulled off of the road way.
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Show VGT 30:  Roadway Work Zones

Under Washington law, fines for speeding are doubled in work zones.  Persons who drive negligently in work zones or who remove, evade or purposely strike safety devices may be found guilty of endangerment of roadway workers, which is punishable as a gross misdemeanor and a license suspension of 60 days.

Show VGT 31:  Truck Passengers

It is legal for passengers to ride in the bed of a pickup truck if all seating is taken in the cab.  This does not remove liability from the driver of the truck if someone is thrown out of the bed.  The driver can be charged with reckless endangerment.

Note:  Explain that when a person rides in the back, he/she must be fully seated in the bed of the pickup, towards the front of the bed.  No leaning on the tailgate, sitting on the bed rail, sitting on the fender well, or standing up.

Show VGT 32:  Dogs in the Back

Dogs can be transported in the back of pickup trucks as long as they are secured with a strap that will prevent the dog from jumping or being thrown out of the vehicle.  The strap should not be so long as to hang the dog.

Show VGT 33:  Question

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 5:  Discuss Vehicle Equipment.

Reference:  California Driver’s Guide.

Show VGT 36:  Seatbelt Law

1.  Primary Law…applies to children ages 4-9 not buckled in the seat and children age 3 or younger not buckled in a car seat.

2.  Secondary Law…if a driver is pulled over for (example) speeding, and he/she doesn’t have the seatbelt buckled, he/she can be given 2 tickets – one for speeding and one for not having the seatbelt buckled.

3.  Fort Lewis Law…everyone must be properly buckled in the seat.
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Show VGT 37:  Seatbelts (cont)

Everyone has heard of the controversy with passenger side airbags.  Currently the government wants all children 12 years and younger to be properly secured in the back seat.  A request for a passenger side or driver side on-off switch can be requested through the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  This department will only consider approving switches for the following:

1.  Must transport an infant in the front.

2.  Must transport children in the front.

3.  Driver cannot keep 10 inches from steering wheel.

4.  Medical condition that outweighs the risk.

Note:  Explain that the position for the drivers hands on the steering wheel is 9&3.  For years 10&2 was taught, but when the air bag deploys from the steering wheel, drivers forearms were in the way, causing the airbag to push the arms into the face.

44th Corps Support Battalion (CSB)

Show VGT 38:  Emissions Testing

1.  1967 and older vehicles are exempt.

2.  New vehicles are good for a years.

3.  Testing from another state is not valid.

4.  Re-testing is done every years.

5.  Odd year vehicles tested every odd year and even year vehicles tested every even year.

6.  Exempt from testing if $150 is spent after failing test.

7.  Cost is $15 cash.

Note:  Explain that there are some townships that soldiers may live in that are exempt from testing, however, the soldier and family vehicles are not exempt from testing if used on Fort Lewis for 60 or more days out of the year.  Explain that is a vehicle fails a test, it must be take to an authorized place for repairs before the $150 can be used for exemption.  Inform soldiers that a temporary post decal is given for vehicles not yet due an emission test.  Explain that $15 cash means CASH.

Show VGT 39:  Vehicle Registration

1.  You have 5 days to register your vehicle once it arrives.

2.  You may be required to show emissions testing prior to registration.

3.  Other items to register are:  all weapons, bicycles, boats, recreation vehicles, and motorcycles.

Note:  Explain that ALL weapon, whether or not a soldier lives on or off-post must be registered through the unit.  The registration building on-post has a list for determining weapons.
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STATE AND MILITARY LAWS

Show VGT 40:  Vehicle Equipment

1.  Mufflers must prevent excessive or unusual noise.  Cutouts, bypasses, or similar devices are illegal.

2. State requires the owners of vehicles and water craft to keep and use a litter bag. The fine for littering can run as high as $400 and 16 hours of litter removal.  

Note:  Keep litter bags in the class room for students usage.

Show VGT 41:  Vehicle Equipment (cont)

3.  Windshields and windows must have a clear view to the front, rear, and both sides.  It is illegal to drive a vehicle with a windshield that discolored or obstructed to such an extent that it may obscure vision.  The law limits the degree of tint or colored materials placed on windows to 35%, color black only. 

Show VGT 42:  Vehicle Equipment (cont)

4.  Watching TV or listening to music with earphones, while driving, is restricted in California. 

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 6:  Discuss sharing the road.

Reference:  State Driver’s Guide.

Show VGT 43:  Bicycles

The law requires that all personnel wear an approved helmet at all times while riding a bicycle, any age.  KEVELAR’s are not an approved  bicycle helmet.  Bicycles are not permitted to be ridden on sidewalks and they must follow the same rules that govern motor vehicles.  State law prohibits riding a bicycle while under the influence of alcohol.  Riding during periods of limited visibility requires a front head light, rear tail light or reflector, and a reflective vest/device.

Show VGT 44:  Motorcycles

Motorcycles must be registered on any military post.  Personnel registering a motorcycle must have attended the Motorcycle Rider Course or Better Biking Program.  Both are free to military personnel.  For more information call the Installation Safety Office @       .  Motorcycles are not required to pass an emissions test.  An approved helmet, eye protection, and reflective device is required.

Note:  Explain where the Installation Safety Office is if needed.

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STATE AND MILITARY LAWS

Show VGT 50:  Implied Consent Law

Operating a vehicle on-post is considered a privilege and persons accepting this privilege shall be deemed to have given their consent to evidential test for alcohol or other drug content of their blood, breath, and/or urine if lawfully stopped, apprehended, or cited for any offense allegedly committed while driving or in physical control of a motor vehicle on the installation or in the state while under the influence of intoxicants.

Show VGT 51:  Suspension of Driving Privileges

Immediate suspension of driving privileges pending resolution of an intoxicated driving incident is authorized for active duty personnel and their dependents.  You may incur the following:  driving privileges lost for a period of 6 to 36 months; fines up to $5,000; remedial driving; retake written test; loss of vehicle; enrolled in a treatment program; up to 1 year in jail, court conviction of manslaughter…etc.

Show VGT 52:  Warning

WARNING

You have all heard it before:

DON’T DRINK AND DRIVE

DON’T USE DRUGS

Show VGT 53:  Driver Assessment Points

You and your dependents have on-post driving records.  The Provost Marshall can choose to either issue you a ticket to be paid, or assess drivers points against your on-post record.  If one were to attain 12 or more driver assessment points within a 12 month period, one would automatically loose their on-post driving privileges for a minimum of 6 months.

Show VGT 54:  Open Container Law

The 1993 legislature enacted an “Open Container Law”.  Under this law it is a traffic infraction:

1.  To drink any alcoholic beverage in a motor vehicle upon a highway.

2.  For a person in a motor vehicle upon a highway to possess any receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage if the container has been open or a seal broken or the contents partially removed.
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STATE AND MILITARY LAWS

Show VGT 55:  Open Container Law (cont)

Under this law it is a traffic infraction:

3.  To incorrectly label the container of an alcoholic beverage, or place an alcoholic beverage in a container labeled containing a nonalcoholic beverage or to be in possession of such a container.

Show VGT 56:  Open Container Law (cont)

Under this law it is a traffic infraction:

4.  For the registered owner or driver to keep an open container in a vehicle on a highway unless it is in an area not normally occupied by the driver or passengers.  The container con not be kept in any storage compartment accessible to the driver or passengers.  Exceptions could apply for motor homes…etc.

Note:  Explain to the soldiers that alcohol and drug related offenses are one of the quickest ways to ruin their career.

Show VGT 57:  Driving Near Troop Formations

When approaching and passing troop formations (PT as well as foot/road marches) from any direction, the speed limit is 10 mph, whether in limited visibility or not.

ANSWER:  Facing traffic.

Note:  Explain that this information comes form AR 385-55.

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE 8:  Financial Responsibility.

Reference:  State Driver’s Guide.

Show VGT 58:  Financial Responsibility

Do you meet minimum State vehicle insurance?

1.  $25,000 or more, payable for the bodily injury or death of one person in an accident in which only one person is injured or killed.

2.  $50,000 or more, payable for the bodily injury or death of two or more persons in any one accident.

3.  $10,000 or more, payable for injury to or destruction of property of others in any one accident.

Note:  Be sure to explain to the soldiers that if they have not yet checked in with the local insurance company upon arrival to this area that they are not covered if involved in an accident.  The area in which the soldier came from may not meet the state minimum requirements.
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Show VGT 59:  Question
