The brain is the chief component of the central nervous system.  The brain directly controls the functions of the eyes, ears, face, heart, and respiratory apparatus by means of electrical charges that pass between those structures and the control cen-ters in the brain by the cranial nerves.  Interference with these control centers results in erratic behavior or cessation of function in the organs and structures they control.  Brain cells do not regenerate.  Once a brain cell is destroyed, it cannot be replaced by a new brain cell.

The best position for a casualty with a simple head injury is with 

	the head slightly elevated.



c.  Turn the casualty's head to the side opposite the wound if the wound is bleeding into

	the mouth or throat.



d.  Treat an unconscious casualty as having a potential neck or spinal injury.  Immobi-

	lize and do not move the casualty unless absolutely necessary.

  

e.  Turn an unconscious casualty onto his or her side opposite the wound with the head

	turned to one side and supported on his or her hands.













NOTE:  Tell the students the following:  If it is necessary to turn a casualty with a suspected neck or spinal

	injury, assistance will be required to roll the casualty gently onto his or her side while keeping the 

	head, neck, and body aligned and providing support for the head and neck.

(3)	Apply a dressing without cleaning the wound or removing any protruding object.  To support a protruding object, improvise a bulky dressing from the cleanest ma-terial available.  Place the material around the object before applying the dress-ing.

(1)	Apply the dressing white side down directly over the wound with the tails extend-ing toward the sides of the head.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-4, Tails in the Back of the Head.



(2)	Wrap the tails, one at a time, around the head in opposite directions making sure that the tails cover the dressing but not the eyes and ears.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-5, Side of Head Knot.



(3)  Tie the tails at the side of the head using a nonslip knot.



b.  Applying a dressing to the top of the head involves the following steps:



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-6, Top of Head Dressing.



(1)  Apply the dressing, white side down, directly over the wound.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-7, Tails Under the Chin.



(2)	Wrap one tail down under the chin and bring it up in front of the ear over the dressing to a point just above and in front of the opposite ear.







(3)	Wrap the other tail down under the chin in the opposite direction and up the side of the head to meet the first tail.



(4)  Cross the tails and continue.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-8, Tails Above the Ear.



(5)	Wrap one tail across the forehead above the eyebrows to a point just above and in front of the opposite ear.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-9, Knot Over the Ear.



(6)	Wrap the other tail above the ear, low over the back of the head, and above the opposite ear to meet the other tail.



(7)  Tie the tails using a nonslip knot.



c.  Applying a dressing to the side of the head or cheek involves the following steps:



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-10, Dressing on Side of Head.



(1)  Apply the dressing, white side down, directly over the wound.



NOTE:  Show VGT 1033-11, Tails over the Head.



(2)	Wrap the top tail over the top of the head, down in front of the ear, under the chin, and up over the dressing to a point just above the ear.

4.	Apply the dressing, white side down, directly over the wound and wrap the tails, one at a time, around the head in opposite directions.



5.  Tie the tails in a nonslip knot at the side of the head.



NOTE:  The student must (do the following)--



1.  Check the casualty's level of consciousness.



2.	Have the casualty sit up and raise his or her head if he or she is not accumulating fluids in the throat.



3.  Remove the casualty's helmet.



a.	If a chemical environment exists:  Not remove the casualty's mask until the all clear has been given.



b.	Attempt to repair the breach with tape or wet cloth stuffing.



c.  If the all clear has been given:  Remove the casualty's mask.



4.	Apply the dressing, white side down, directly over the wound while wrapping one tail down under the chin and bringing it up in front of the opposite ear.



5.  Wrap the other tail in the opposite direction.



6.  Cross the tails.



7.  Wrap the tails around the head. 



8.  Tie the tails in a nonslip knot.



NOTE:  The student must (do the following)--



1.  Check the casualty's level of consciousness.



2.	Have the casualty sit up and raise his or her head if he or she is not accumulating fluids in the throat.
