a.  Positioning a casualty to prevent shock consists of the following measures:





(1)  Move the casualty to cover if cover is available and the situation permits.





(2)	Lay the casualty on his or her back unless a sitting position will allow the ca�sualty to breathe easier.  Monitor the casualty carefully in case his or her con�dition worsens.





NOTE:  Show VGT 1005-3, Elevated Feet.





(3)	Elevate the casualty's feet higher than the heart using a stable object such as a box, field pack, or rolled up clothing.





b.	Ensure that students understand that the casualty's legs are not elevated in the case of an unsplinted fractured or broken leg, an abdominal wound, or head wound (see tasks Splint a Suspected Fracture, Apply a Dressing to an Open Abdominal Wound, and Apply a Dressing to an Open Head Wound).
