	STANDARD:

	1. Start the steps to decontaminate your skin and eyes within 1 minute after you find they are contaminated.

2. Decontaminate all exposed skin and your eyes as necessary before chemical agent symptoms occur.

3. Decontaminate all personal equipment for liquid contamination after decontaminating your skin, face, and eyes.

	Motivator
	As a soldier, one of the most critical tasks you need to perform with timing and accuracy is decontamination.  If you are exposed to chemical contamination, you must decontaminate.  Being thoroughly familiar with the various decontamination kits, and the procedures for their use, will lessen the likelihood of further contamination.  Failure to respond immediately to these situations could result in your becoming a casualty.  It could possibly be the determining factor for your unit successfully completing its mission.

Do not use decon wipes or decon powder on or in the eyes, mouth, or open wounds.  Flush these areas with water immediately if they come in contact with these substances.

Decontaminating your skin and individual equipment is the basic decontamination skill that may prevent you from becoming a casualty.  We will now discuss the procedures to decontaminate yourself and individual equipment using chemical decontamination kits.

Discuss Eye Decontamination

	
	(1)
The eye is a vital sensory organ, and blindness is a severe physical handicap.  Timely decontamination of the eye prevents permanent eye injury and possible loss of vision.

	Note:
	Show viewgraph VG 7 — Eye Decontamination

	IMPORTANT:
It is vital that the procedures to decontaminate eyes be completed within one minute of discovering contamination.

	
	(2)
Following contamination of the skin or eyes, personal decontamination must be carried out immediately.

	
	(3)
In most cases, the type of agent will not be identified immediately.  Decontamination procedures should be started regardless of whether or not the type of agent is known.

	
	(4)
Decontamination consists of removal and/or neutralization of the agent.

	
	(5)
Decontamination after absorption occurs may serve little or no purpose because chemical agents are effective at very small concentrations; within a very few minutes after exposure.

	
	(6)
Soldiers will decontaminate themselves unless they are incapacitated.  For those individuals who cannot decontaminate themselves, the nearest able person should assist them as the situation permits.

	
	(7)
Eyes should be decontaminated using as much water as possible from your canteen.

	WARNING:
The ingredients of the decontamination packets of the skin decontamination kits can permanently damage the eyes.

	Note:
	The assistant instructor will demonstrate the procedures to decontaminate the eyes as they are presented.  Inform students that for the purposes of this class, they will be wearing protective masks and gloves only.  In a real tactical situation, they must perform this task in MOPP2 or higher to provide them with as much protection as possible from potential vapor and liquid hazards.

Demonstrate steps to Decontaminate Eyes

	Inform students that to decontaminate your eyes correctly, the following steps must be performed in sequence to avoid becoming a chemical casualty.

Don your assigned protective mask and hood.  Do not:

(a)
zip the hood.

(b)
pull the drawstrings.

(c)
fasten the shoulder straps.


	
	(2)
Seek overhead cover or use poncho for protection against further contamination (if operational conditions permit).

	
	(3)
Remove your canteen from your LCE, and unscrew the cap.


	Note:
	Refer students to task # 031-503-1037 and Handout #2 for the procedures to use M8 Detector Paper.

	
	(4)
Check canteen mouth for contamination using M8 Detector Paper.  If canteen mouth is contaminated, obtain an uncontaminated canteen.

	CAUTION:
Avoid possible contamination of canteen cap by pushing up on bottom of canteen cover until you can grasp the canteen by its body.

	
	(5)
Take a deep breath and hold it.

	
	(6)
Unseal your mask, lift it, and continue to hold your breath.

	
	(7)
Flush the eye(s) immediately using as much water as possible from your canteen.

	
	(8)
To irrigate your eyes with water from the canteen (or any other container of uncontaminated water):

(a)
look up and tilt your head to the side to be decontaminated.

(b)
open your eyes as wide as possible.

	WARNING:
Do not use fingers or gloved hand for holding the eyelids apart.  This could cause further contamination.

	
	(c)
pour water slowly into the eye so that it will run off the side of your face to avoid spreading contamination.

	Note:
	Avoid letting the contaminated water run onto your clothing.

	
	(9)
Reseal, clear, and check mask.  Then resume breathing.

Ensure that the students have their canteens and that their canteens are full of water.  Issue one booklet of M8 Detector Paper to each group.  The students will take turns decontaminating their eyes using the directions provided.  Monitor students to see that the correct procedures are used.

	This instruction will cover the M258A1 Skin Decontamination Kit.  The M258A1 kit is used for actual decontamination in the field.  However, for training purposes, the M58A1 Training Aid Decontamination Kit will be substituted for the M258A1 kit for the practical exercise and performance test related to this lesson.

Discuss Skin Decontamination

	
	Skin decontamination is a form of immediate decontamination.  If chemical agents contact your skin, you must take immediate action to decontaminate yourself.  Immediate decontamination techniques should be initiated by the individual soldier, without command, once he is aware he has contaminated his exposed skin.  The skin decontamination technique should be started immediately after the eyes have been decontaminated, and within one minute of becoming contaminated, if possible.  Soldiers will decontaminate themselves unless they are incapacitated.  For those individuals who cannot decontaminate themselves, the nearest able person should assist them as the situation permits.

Some toxic chemical agents, especially nerve agents, are rapidly absorbed by the skin and can be lethal within minutes.

	The M258A1 Skin Decontamination Kit is provided to U.S. Army personnel for performing skin decontamination (and selected small equipment, such as the protective gloves, mask, hood, and individual weapon).  The M258A1 Skin Decontamination Kit provides the best means of skin decontamination; allows complete decontamination of skin; decontaminates through physical removal, absorption, and neutralization of the contaminating substance; and can prevent harmful long-term effects.

Components of the M258A1 Skin Decontamination Kit

The case of the M258A1 decontamination kit is made of hard plastic.  It has a cover that is held on by a strap.  The kit can be attached to the web belt or the D ring of the protective mask carrier.  The instructions and procedures for using the kit are printed on the outside of the case.  The kit contains six decon wipe packets.

Each kit contains three decon 1 wipes.  Each wipe is packaged in foil and has an identifying tab.  Each packet contains one folded wipe.  The wipe should be wet with a mixture of:

· hydroxyethane 72%

· phenol 10%

· sodium hydroxide 5%

· ammonia 0.2%

· water 12.8%

Each kit also contains three decon 2 wipes.  These are also packaged in foil.  Each packet contains a folded wipe (dry) and an ampoule screen containing three sealed glass ampoules.  The ampoules are filled with a mixture of:

· hydroxyethane 45%

· zinc chloride 5%

· water 50%

	
	(2)
M258A1 Skin Decontamination Kit safety concerns

(a)
The ingredients of the decon 1 and 2 packets are poisonous, caustic, and can permanently damage eyes.  The decontamination solutions contained within the decon packets should be kept out of the eyes, mouth, and open wounds.

(b)
Complete decontamination (both decon wipes 1 and 2) of the face should be done as quickly as possible.  The quicker the agent is removed, the less amount will be absorbed.  One minute is preferable to two minutes, two minutes are preferable to three minutes.

(c)
Solutions in this kit are flammable and unstable in storage at temperatures above 110( F (43( C) or for long periods in sunlight.

(d)
Protect the solutions within the decontamination kit from freezing temperatures.  If used at 32( F (0( C) or below, the solution may cause frostbite.

	WARNING:
The M258A1 decontamination kit (olive drab case and wipe packets) will be used only for actual chemical decontamination. For decontamination of blisters, see task #081-831-1007, Perform First Aid for Burns.

Q:  Once you have placed your used, uncontaminated decon materials into a sealed plastic bag and labeled it, what should you do with the bag?

A:  (You should give the bag to your supervisor.)

f.
Q:  List the procedures required to prepare the decon 1 wipe.  (Ensure that the procedures are listed in the proper sequence.)

A:  (Open the decontamination kit, remove one decon 1 wipe packet by its tab, fold the decon 1 wipe packet at the solid line marked BEND and then unfold it, tear the packet open quickly at notch, remove the wipe, and open it fully.)

Q:  Your unit has just discovered contamination within the operational area.  You have been ordered to commence decontamination.  You have sought shelter, donned your mask, prepared a decon 1 wipe, and wiped your hands.  What is the next step you will take?

A:  (Unseal your mask by holding your breath, closing your eyes, and lifting the hood and mask away from your chin.)

Stop breathing and close your eyes.  Toxic agents may be in the surrounding air.  Perform the steps for putting on your mask quickly.  You must put the facepiece on before you take another breath. Do not wear contact lenses when wearing optical inserts.  Contact lenses will overcorrect vision while wearing optical inserts.

CAUTION:
DS2 may damage the voicemitter of the facepiece.  When exposed to DS2, remove canister and rinse your facepiece with clean water.  Do not wet the canister.

CAUTION:
Care must be taken not to scratch the clear plastic eyelenses when handling the facepiece.

1.
Stop breathing and close your eyes.

2.
Remove your helmet.  Put helmet between your legs (above the knees), or hold your rifle between your legs and put helmet on the muzzle.  If you drop your helmet, keep on masking; you can pick up your helmet later.

WARNING:
Do not wear contacts with your facepiece.

3.
Take off your glasses and contact lenses, if you are wearing them.

4.
Open carrier with your left hand and hold it open.

5.
With right hand, grasp facepiece and remove from carrier.

6.
Put your chin in chin pocket.

7.
Cover openings at bottom of outlet valve with palm of one hand.  Breathe out hard so that air escapes around edges of facepiece.

8.
With the palm of one hand, cover inlet port of canister and breathe in.  Facepiece should collapse against your face, and remain so while you hold your breath.  If it does, facepiece is airtight.  If facepiece does not collapse, check for hair, clothing, or other matter between facepiece and your face.

9.
Grasp tab and pull harness over your head.  Be sure your ears are between the temple straps and cheek straps.

10.
While holding facepiece to face with one hand, maintain seal.  Using other hand, tighten cheek straps one at a time.

11.
Be sure headpad is centered at the back of your head.

12.
Straps should lie flat against your head.

13.
Clear your facepiece again (step 7) and recheck your facepiece for leaks (step 8).

14.
Resume breathing.

NOTE:
Be very careful when pulling on hood.  The hood could snag on the buckles of the head harness and tear.

15.
Grasp back edge of hood skirt and carefully pull hood over your head so that hood covers the head, neck, and shoulders.

16.
Pull slider downward and zip front closed.

17.
Tighten cord.

NOTE:
After you have adjusted the underarm straps on your hood, do not loosen them.

18.
Adjust the length of the underarm straps and attach hook and pile fasteners.

WARNING:
When putting on your helmet, be sure not to upset the seal between your facepiece and the side of your face.  Toxic agents could leak into your facepiece.

19.
Put on your helmet.

20.
Close your carrier.

21.
Continue your mission.

WARNING:
If you feel looseness in the fit of your facepiece during the performance of your mission, adjust your straps.

M8 or M9 Detector Paper

	1.
Immediately assume MOPP4.  Administer Buddy Aid (task #081-831-1031, "Administer First Aid to a Nerve Agent Casualty") if necessary.

2.
Locate liquid contamination such as puddles, small drops, or barely visible droplets.

3.
Remove the M8 detector paper from your mask carrier.

4.
Prepare M8 detector paper.

a.
If the M8 paper is in its protective bag, tear open one end of the bag and remove the M8 paper.

b.
Tear out a sheet of paper from the book (one-half of a sheet if the paper is perforated.)

5.
Blot (DO NOT RUB) the M8 paper on the suspected liquid agent.  Be careful not to touch the liquid with your gloved hand.

NOTE:
You may want to put the paper on the end of a stick or another object, then blot the paper on the suspected liquid agent.

6.
Observe the paper for a color change.  The paper will reflect a color change almost immediately upon contact with agent concentrations hazardous to an unmasked person.

7.
If there is a color change, compare the color on the paper to the color chart on the inside front cover of the booklet.

8.
Close and store the booklet of M8 detector paper.

9.
Remain in MOPP4 even if the liquid cannot be identified.  Use other types of chemical agent detectors (e.g., M256 Detector Kit, Chemical Agent Monitor) to verify test results.

10.
Report results of test to your supervisor.

M256-Series Chemical Agent Detector Kits

	1.
Perform Before-Operations PMCS

a.
Waist and shoulder strap—Check straps by trying to pull them apart.  If they break, replace the kit.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if straps are broken.

b.
M8 paper—Check that M8 paper is present.  If missing, requisition M8 paper.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if M8 paper is missing, damp, or water damaged.

c.
Sampler-detector—Check discard date on protective bag.  If discard date has passed, replace with new sampler-detector if available.  Expired/outdated sampler-detector kits will not be used for training.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if date on protective bag has passed.

WARNING:
Do not expose the sampler-detector to direct flame or other high heat sources.  Some of the chemicals in the ampoules are flammable and/or explosive.

d.
Sampler-detector—Check blood agent test spot.  If test spot is pinkish, get another sampler-detector.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if test spot is pink.

NOTE:
Some sampler-detectors may have one-quarter-inch or one-inch cuts between test spots.  These cuts may be fully separated or may have the plastic joined together.  These are not defects in the sampler-detectors.

e.
Sampler-detector—Make sure that four sampler-detectors are in kit.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if less than four sampler-detectors are in kit.

2.
Procedures to Prepare the M256A1 Chemical Agent Detector Kit for Use

a.
Read all instruction cards in the kit.

b.
Remove one sampler-detector from the kit and read the instructions provided on the bag.

NOTE:
Do not expose sampler-detector to heavy rain or other forms of water.  Test results could be tainted.

NOTE:
Do not touch sampler-detector test spots.  Dirt and oil from your gloves will cause test results to be tainted.

c.
Remove sampler-detector from the bag (save the bag and use instructions printed on the outside).

NOTE:
Discard the sampler-detector if there are broken or missing ampoules, missing spots, crushed reagent channels, or if the blood agent test spot is pinkish.

3.
Procedures to Test for Toxic Agent Vapors

WARNING:
Before breaking glass ampoules (except heater ampoules), place one heater pad on each side of the sampler-detector, covering the ampoule to be broken.  These pads will prevent pieces of glass from cutting your gloves or hands.

a.
Swing out heater; remove and save two heater pads (used for breaking glass ampoules); swing heater back in; keep the protective strips over the spots.

b.
Remove pull tab marked 1; pull upward to expose lewisite detecting tablet; bend tab marked 2 over lewisite detecting tablet and rub upper half of tab until a mark is visible.

c.
Hold sampler-detector with test spots or arrow pointing up; using heater pads, crush four center ampoules marked 3.

d.
Turn sampler-detector so test spots or arrow is pointing down; using heater pads, squeeze ampoules to force liquid through formed channels.

NOTE:
Nerve spot may be difficult to wet with solutions as kit gets older.  Work solutions into spot carefully while pressing protective strip over nerve agent test spot.

e.
Hold the sampler-detector with test spots or arrow pointing down; put your thumb on the protective strip over the middle test spot.

· Swing the heater away from the blister test spot.

· Activate first heater ampoule marked 4 by crushing one green ampoule; swing heater immediately back over test spot and leave in place for two minutes;  hold sampler-detector to one side while venting to avoid vapor.

WARNING:
Never use heater pads to crush green ampoules.

NOTE:
If you cannot wear or use a watch while wearing protective clothing, estimate the waiting times.

WARNING:
Avoid hot vapors that may burn you when crushing heater ampoules.  You will be facing into the wind.  Hold sampler-detector down and to one side while vapors are venting.

· Swing heater and protective strip away from test spots.

f.
Expose the test spots to air for 10 minutes.  Sampler-detector can be laid down or held by hinged protective strip.

WARNING:
Do not hold sampler-detector in direct sunlight while exposing test spots.

g.
After about 10 minutes, crush the second green ampoule marked 4 and immediately swing heater over blister test spot.  After one minute, swing heater away from test spot.

h.
Hold sampler-detector with arrow pointing down and test spots exposed.  Using heater pads, crush remaining ampoules marked 5.  Be sure to wet test spots by squeezing ampoules to force liquid onto test spots.

i.
Bend tab marked 2 over lewisite detecting tablet and rub bottom half of tab until a mark is visible.

j.
Turn sampler-detector upside-down and compare colors of test spots (including lewisite tab) with those shown on sampler-detector.

· Compare blood agent (round spot) test after about 10 minutes exposure time.

· Yellow or orange sometimes occurs when no agent is present.

· Pink or blue must be present to indicate blood agents.  Any combination of colors, or rainbow effect which includes pink or blue, should be considered as a positive blood agent test.

· Compare lewisite test after about 10 minutes exposure time. Look very closely at low concentrations, the color change may be very slight.

· Blister agents (H and CX) develop color immediately after all ampoules are broken.

· Nerve agent requires about a three-minute wait.

· If no color develops, a positive nerve test is indicated.

· Disregard any small blue or blue-green areas under the plastic rim of the nerve agent spot.

k.
Report the results to your supervisor.

l.
Dispose of materials.

· Dispose of expended or unserviceable materials IAW federal, state, and local laws; military regulations and publications; host nation laws (if more restrictive than U.S. laws); and local Standard Operating Procedures (SOP).  At a minimum, place used decontaminating materials in a sealed plastic bag (e.g., a Ziploc™ bag), and label the bag with its contents.

· Dispose of contaminated hazardous waste materials IAW FM 3-5 NBC Decontamination.

4.
Perform After-Operations PMCS

a.
M8 paper—Check that M8 paper is present.  If missing, requisition M8 paper.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if M8 paper is missing, damp, or water damaged.

b.
Sampler-detector—Make sure that four sampler-detectors are in kit.

NOTE:
Equipment is NOT READY/AVAILABLE if less than four sampler-detectors are in kit.
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
