SUBJECT: NBC Training

1. This training is Pre mobilization training. It is designed to allow your unit to conduct this training prior to arriving at the Mobilization Station. Leaders can also conduct this training whenever time permits. The more you know the better prepared to function when a crisis arises. 

2.  These modules are designed to be taught by any leader with a with a basic knowledge of skill level I NBC Training. Additional information pertaining to this module can be obtained at the Reimer Digital Library at http://www.adtdl.army.mil/atdls.htm, the proponent for these tasks is the Commandant, UNITED STATES ARMY CHEMICAL SCHOOL, DIRECTOR OF TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT, FT. LENARDWOOD, MO 65473-5000. Although these TSPs make reference to VGTs they are not included but can be obtained from the address above. The following are tasks included in this module, and should be conducted in this order.

Class materials required are listed under task conditions; however, in some instances the unit will have to improvise such as with the task respond to (DU) Depleted Uranium.
