	1. Civilian Security (Guard):

a. Supervises activity at the Gate.

b. When a vehicle approaches the site, the Civilian moves to stop the vehicle.

c. Verifies identification of all personnel entering the site to insure ID is valid.

2.  Near Overwatch:

a. Remains posted at the Gate.

b. Provides security for Civilian personnel

c. Ensures ammunition is placed in the weapon IAW the current SOP.

3.  The Vehicle Inspector:



a. Waves forward personnel in vehicles requesting access to the site.


(1) Personnel in vehicles will dismount and open all compartments (doors, hood, trunk/hatchback, gas tank lid, glove box, ash trays, etc.)


b.  Inspector directs individuals where to stand during search.


c.  Collects all ID cards from individuals requesting entrance to the site and verifies they are valid.

4.  The Vehicle Inspector moves towards the vehicle and conducts inspection.

*Note:  All items in the vehicle are subject to search if the searcher deems necessary.  This includes, but is not limited to, boxes, and containers of any type.  If these items need to be opened, the searcher will call forward the driver of the vehicle to open the item(s) in question.
5. Conduct search of vehicle in the following sequence


a. Beginning at the passenger side of the engine compartment inspecting from left to right



(1) Air Breather



(2) Battery Compartment



(3) Scan entire engine area, looking for anything out of the ordinary such as frayed wires, additional wires running to the battery, anything  that should not be present in the engine compartment.


b.  Move to the driver’s wheel well and inspect



(1) Tire



(2) Rim



(3) Behind tire



(4) Inside wheel well

*Note: At no time will the vehicle inspector rub his hands through any portion of the vehicle that is obscured.

c. Move to driver’s seat



(1) Scan under drivers side dash



(2) Search under seat



(3) Search headliner



(4) Sun visor



(5) Any drawer compartments

*NOTE:  Vehicle inspector will close doors and compartments as he completes each check, indicating the area has been searched.


d. Move to driver side rear seat(s): searches



(1) On top of seat



(2) Under seat



(3) Headliner



(4) Any drawer compartments


e. Move to gas port and inspect opening


f. Move to driver side rear wheel well and inspect in the same manner as the driver side front wheel.


g. Move to the rear of the vehicle and inspect the trunk compartment / hatchback area.


h. Move to passenger side rear wheel well and inspect in the same manner as the driver side front wheel.


i. Move to passenger side rear seat(s) and search in the same manner as the drivers side rear seat(s).


j. Move to passenger side front seat and search in the same manner as the driver’s side front seat.


k.   Inspect underneath the vehicle.

*NOTE:  Physically searching underneath the vehicle is the preferred method.  If this is impossible the search mirror may be used to visually check the following areas.



(1) Searching from left to right check underneath the engine and front axle.



(2) Continue to the rear checking the under carriage, rear axle, and gas tank.



(3) Continue around the rear and then back up to the front on the passenger side checking the under carriage and muffler system.

6.  If vehicle has passed inspection, the vehicle inspector will allow vehicle to enter.


a. Vehicle inspector will then allow the individuals to move back to the vehicle.


b.  Once inside the vehicle the vehicle inspector will open the gate and allow the personnel and vehicle access to the site, rendering the proper courtesy to the senior occupant.


c. ID cards will be returned to the personnel gaining access.

7.  If the vehicle inspector, during the conduct of his search, discovers a bomb or anything suspicious, with the vehicle or individuals requesting access to the site he will then the following will take place:


a. Vehicle Inspector will:



(1) Stop search of the vehicle



(2) Alert all personnel by placing his hat on top of the hood of the vehicle.



(3) Move behind cover away from the immediate search area ensuring individuals requesting access are secured at all times.


b. Guard will:



(1) Upon receiving signal from vehicle inspector, move behind cover and away from immediate search area.


c. PL/PSG will:



(1) Notify CP



(2) Alert the QRF



(3) Log incident on DA form 1594



(4) Positions himself where he can best control and monitor the situation.


d. QRF will:



(1) Deploy using the appropriate response drill.



(2) Apprehend individuals involved with incident and detain them until the Authorities arrive on site.

5. Remains calm and conducts operations IAW Rules of Engagement

6. Takes steps to detain vehicle occupants and turn them over to Civilian Authorities.

	1. A vehicle searcher locates an object on a vehicle, which he suspects to be an explosive device.

2. Searcher notifies PL, PSG and other personnel through internal distress signal.

3. MEVA personnel take the following immediate actions:


a. Don Kevlar helmet and body armor.

b. The vehicle searcher keeps the vehicle occupants under guard.  He does not allow occupants to give signals or use any electronic device.  

c. Leader turns off SABER radio and uses landline to notify the PL, PSG of the situation.  There is a small chance that transmitting frequencies may detonate a remote detonating device.

d. MEVA personnel secure all equipment, lock up the Gate (if applicable), and move to a covered position 150m away from the suspected explosive device.

4. PL/PSG deploys the QRF to the MEVA to secure passengers and they move 150m to safe area from suspected explosive device.

5. The PL/PSG notifies the following personnel:

a. Installation Security  

b. EOD

c. Chain of Command

6. Once QRF is deployed and above actions are complete, personnel at the MEVA will move to a covered position and conduct operations by hand held SABER radio.

7. QRF conducts the following actions.

a. Don Kevlar helmet and body armor.

b. Ensure that the situation is under control.  The QRF will deploy to the designated vehicle stop point to prevent further traffic from approaching the site.

c. Once in place, the QRF leader informs the PL/PSG.

d. If explosives are not detected, site resumes normal operations.  If explosives are identified EOD takes necessary actions.

e. Once EOD arrives on the scene and until the presence of a bomb has been denied the senior EOD expert is in charge of the situation.  The Augment Force will support EOD personnel in any way possible.

8. PL, PSG debrief MEVA personnel and completes the CCIR.

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CONDITION: Sentries observe a vehicle attempting to run Gate or ram the gate or barriers in an attempt to force access into the installation or MEVA.

TASK STANDARD: Security Force 

1. Stop vehicle progress by disabling or destroying vehicle and/or disabling the driver.

2. Seek protection for themselves and any personnel in the vicinity of the gate, clearing the immediate area of all personnel.

3. Notifies appropriate individuals (Security Force Commander, Installation).

4. Secure site and stop traffic flow.

	1. The Security Force reacts to attempt at forced access.


a. Sentries initiate fire with the intent to disable vehicle and/or disable driver and passengers using controlled well-aimed fire.

If vehicle stopped in the vicinity of the Gate:

2.  Sentries do the following:


a. Assume the vehicle has a bomb.


b. Don Kevlar helmet and body armor.


c.  Contacts PL/PSG by landline and provide SITREP.


d. PL/PSG contacts QRF and deploys them to reinforce Gate with a brief WARNORD.  Upon hearing this call, Security Personnel will prevent any non-essential personnel from moving toward the area.


e. Sentries secure vehicle site and passengers until QRF arrives.


f. QRF searches all occupants thoroughly.  Move any injured soldiers 150m away from vehicle to CCP if injuries allow. Perform first aid on any injured soldiers/civilians.

3.  The QRF will take the following actions:

a. Don Kevlar helmets and body armor.

b. Ensures that the FLA and dog teams will have a clear path to the Gate/MEVA. Insure that the situation is under control.

c. The PL/PSG and QRF leader will make a face-to-face situational update with Senior Sentry on the Gate.

d. Once the danger zone is cleared, QRF notifies SOG.

e. QRF halts all traffic moving into the site. If additional personnel are needed inside the perimeter to secure a halted vehicle, the QRF leader will act accordingly.

f. All personnel should assume cover.

g. In this situation, the QRF leader must use his analysis and judgement to keep control of the situation. 

4. Once EOD arrives on the scene and until the presence of a bomb has been denied, the senior EOD expert is in charge of the situation.  Security Force personnel will support EOD personnel in any way possible.

5. PL/PSG debriefs Gate Sentry leader and completes CCIR.

If vehicle is not stopped vicinity of Main Gate:

6. Sentry leader contacts the PL/PSG by landline and provides a SITREP.

7. PL/PSG deploys QRF and all available forces to cut off and disable the vehicle.  The PL/PSG should alert site personnel to move to designated areas.

8. QRF personnel attempt to disable vehicle.  Once vehicle is destroyed/disabled assume it contains an explosive device.  The QRF performs the following actions: 


a. Secure vehicle site and passengers.  Move all personnel and soldiers 150m away from vehicle in a 360-degree radius unless injuries prevent it.


b. Perform first aid on any injured soldiers/civilians.


c. Hold passengers under guard in a designated holding area until Civilian Security Force arrives.

9. Once danger zone is cleared, QRF leader contacts the PL/PSG and informs them of this.  The QRF will maintain security of the 150m perimeter. (They should not linger in the danger zone 150m around the suspected vehicle.)

10.They should assume cover, but keep the situation under control.  In this situation, the QRF leader must use his analysis and judgement to keep control of the situation.

11.  Once EOD arrives on the scene, and until it is confirmed there are no explosives in the area, the senior EOD expert is in charge of the situation.  Security Force Personnel will support EOD personnel in any way possible.

12.  If no explosives are detected, Main Gate and site resume normal operations.  If presence of explosives is confirmed, EOD takes necessary actions.

13. PL/PSG debriefs Sentry and QRF leader and completes the CCIR.

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Improvement Strategy:

Augmentation Force Guidance for Use of Force Card

1.  Nothing in these rules limits your inherent right and responsibility to defend yourself and members of your unit.

2.  If you need to use force to fulfill your duties, use the minimum force required.

3.  Force is authorized, including deadly force:


-to prevent theft or sabotage of chemical/biological/special nuclear materials.


-to immediately recover unlawfully taken chemical/biological/ special nuclear materials.


-in self-defense when in imminent danger of death or serious injury.


-to prevent serious offenses using deadly force (e.g. armed robbery, rape, murder, or violent destruction of property by arson or bombing).


-to detain individuals who have attempted or committed the above offenses.

4.  If you need to use a firearm, if possible:


-Give orders to halt before firing.


-Fire shots with regard for the safety of innocent bystanders.


-Shoot to stop persons from continuing the activity requiring deadly force.

5.  The security of chemical, biological, and special nuclear materials is paramount over the safety of hostages.

6.  You are a security guard, not a police officer.  Do not engage in off-post civilian law enforcement unless your commander authorizes off-post operations to secure chemical, biological, or special nuclear materials.  Immediately notify local authorities.

7.  Detain civilians who trespass on the installation or those who attempt to flee after unauthorized acts on the installation.  Use minimum force necessary.  Immediately notify and turn them over to civilian law enforcement authorities.  
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
