RULES OF ENGAGEMENT

1. When the use of force is warranted, personnel will use the minimum amount of force necessary to accomplish their mission.

2. Deadly force is justified only when all lesser means have failed, cannot reasonably be employed, in self defense, defense of others from imminent danger  or bodily harm.

Protection of assets involving national security or assets inherently dangerous to others ( I.E. Nuclear weapons, C2,  Commo facilities,  or Restricted areas containing strategic operational assets or chemical agents).

3. You may maneuver and engage attackers firing or preparing to fire from off the

       Installation.

4. You may pursue off post and detain using deadly force when attackers use force in an attempt to gain access to facility, maintain continuous tactical contact and attackers continue to engage, or gain tactical advantage.

5. With not in pursuit with an attacker you must not: Search or seize the property of civilians off post. Arrest or apprehend civilians off post.  Conduct law enforcement investigations or collect evidence off post.

6. Progression of force:  4 “S”.  

1. Shout- use verbal warnings.                                                             

      2. Shove- physical non-deadly means of force.

      3. Show- your weapon.

      4. Shoot- to stop threat as a last resort.

7. Weapon will be carried unloaded.

· Don’t fire warning shots.

· Fire only well aimed shots.

· Stop firing as soon as the threat is stopped. 

· Insert your magazine In Accordance With ( IAW) the four (4) S’s.
